He shared his viewpoints on the jail and how adjustments could be accomplished. He will put his opinions in a report that will be sent to the Sheriff in the next couple of weeks.  The grant process takes about 3-4 weeks.  A planner needs to be on board and is not paid for by the grant.  Mr. Cook also stressed the importance of a full time custodian on site.
