On Tuesday, July 20, 2010 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with all three Commissioners present.
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Joseph Young called the meeting to order at 8:48 am.

INVOCATION
Commissioner Cornel Rasor presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
ADOPT ORDER OF THE AGENDA
Chairman Young advised there were two resolutions that needed to be added to the Agenda under EMS:

1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Resolution for Ambulance District Treasury Appropriation to cover increased job responsibilities and pay rates for supervisory personnel and for Non-Emergency Transfer Services; costs not covered in the 2010 budget; and

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES
The Commissioners reported the Board of Equalization Hearings had been completed July 16, 2010. In total, 320 appeals were heard during the three-week appeal period.

SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS - Leslie Marshall

Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.
Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, projects and departments. 

Director Marshall reported no applications had been received for the Aquatic Invasive Species Task Force Member positions.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Accepting 542.25 hours of sick leave from a retiring employee.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to accept 542.25 hours of sick leave from Diana Moore upon her retirement. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion Regarding Debris within our Waterways and Disposal of the Debris.

Director Marshall advised of an ongoing problem of inappropriate disposal of docks. Docks are being allowed to simply “float away” rather than being dismantled and removed by the owner. Knowing the docks are loose on the lake and not taking any removal actions, the County opens itself up to liability issues. A volunteer has offered to prorate some of the dismantling in exchange for a 40-yard dumpster. Since only dump fees can be written off, there is concern about monitoring what is put into the dumpster. Director Marshall will continue her inquiries and the Commissioners will review the situation at a later date.
