On Tuesday, August 25, 2009, the Bonner County Commissioners met for a regularly scheduled meeting with the full Board present.
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Joseph Young called the meeting to order at 8:45 am.

INVOCATION
Pastor Ken Lawrence of the River of Life Church presented the Invocation.

Chairman Young reported two items that needed to be added to the Agenda under Miscellaneous:

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES
Commissioner Rich: Commissioner Rich reported on the Thoroughfare presentation/boat trip with the new engineering group regarding the breakwater issue. A meeting was held at the North of the Narrows with the Fire Department and the engineers. The head engineer on the project has 38 years of experience as a breakwater engineer. The meeting was interesting and hopefully some funding will be available for the project. 

Commissioner Rasor:  Commissioner Rasor reported on the Waterways meeting on August 20. The meeting was routine. Director Marshall delineated where the milfoil treatments would be on Priest Lake; the Board is working on a letter to send to the State reminding the State that a large part of the collected funds were supposed to be for milfoil, not just the mussels. There was a suggestion for a charge for municipalities to pump water out of the lake to cover the treatment of milfoil. The budget recap looked good and they are putting 14 tent sites at the Garfield Campground. 

Commissioner Rasor also attended the Swine Flu Summit in Hayden on August 19. After the initial presentations, the attendees were divided into four groups: Policy makers, medical providers, educational institutions (schools, colleges, etc.)  and hospital/EMS providers. Each group addressed its area of responsibility. The provision and priority of distribution of the vaccine questions were discussed; this is probably the first of a series of meetings because more questions than answers resulted from the meeting. Anyone interested in the program can go to flu.gov or the Panhandle Health District website, PHD1.id.gov, which has posted the summit information.

Commissioner Young:  Commissioner Young reported on the Panhandle Area Council meeting held for discussing the EMS building. Paul Ferguson reported the appraisal work was underway, the purchase price had been accepted and bids are out to financial institutions for funding. Mr. Ferguson advised he will be back on September 8 for a final presentation. 

Commissioner Young also confirmed Rob Wakeley has been hired as the new EMS director. Mr. Wakeley has an extensive business and finance background; he is a clinical psychologist, volunteer fireman and a new paramedic. 

PUBLIC COMMENT *(see below)
Joyce Miller: Joyce Miller resides at 500 Ridgefield Lane, Coolin, Idaho 83821. Ms. Meyer presented a petition from the electors in the northern east portion of Priest Lake, East Hill Road, north of Indian Creek Ridge to Sandpiper Shores, 11.8 miles. This road has been privately maintained for the past 18 years, and has a public easement. Ms. Miller represents the electors who reside along the roadway and who drive the East Hill Road on a daily/regular basis. The petition was signed by 26 of the 27 fulltime residents. Ms. Miller has resided in the Huckleberry Development for 14 years, fulltime. Ms. Miller confirmed with the residents that the most difficult time for maintenance is during the winter. The homeowners assess themselves for the cost of winter maintenance; last year cost was about $25,000 for maintenance. 

There is in effect a “Use Agreement” between the Idaho Department of Lands, Park and Recreation and, at the time of drafting, Diamond National. Diamond National’s interest was then transferred to the Huckleberry Bay Company. The Use Agreement is for the private maintenance of the road, primarily during the summer months. The winter maintenance issues were not addressed in the Agreement. Ms.  Miller has spoken with representatives from IDL and Park and Recreation and to Ryan Luttmann of Road & Bridge and all agreed that something needed to be done about the winter maintenance issue. The petition is asking that the residents receive a reimbursement of a portion of the road maintenance funds they are expending every year.

Chairman Young advised that the matter and process may involve a public meeting and/or an election. The issues will need to be reviewed by legal counsel and the Clerk for the proper procedures. Ms. Miller will provide a copy of the Use Agreement for the packet for review by legal.

Christine Holbert: Christine Holbert resides at 105 Lost Horse Lane, approximately two miles down Sunnyside Road. Ms. Holbert reported receiving a call from Road & Bridge Director Ryan Luttmann the morning of August 24, wherein he advised no more trees would be removed from Sunnyside Road but for a few Aspens growing four feet from the roadway. He stated brushing and ditching would go six feet beyond the road and no road resurfacing would be done for about a year. 
Ms. Holbert reported that upon her return from town later that morning, she noticed many Aspen trees along Sunnyside Road, east of the Sunnyside cutoff road, were being torn down by an excavator.  Ms. Holbert stopped by the excavator and asked who had authorized the tree removal so she could contact the person and lodge a complaint. Ms. Holbert alleged that instead of receiving an answer to her question she was verbally abused and threatened by the operator.

Ms. Holbert advised she called the Sheriff and reported the incident. The officer spoke to the road crew and then spoke with Ms. Holbert and advised her on reporting the incident to the Board of Commissioners. Ms. Holbert urged the Commissioners and Ryan Luttmann to strongly discipline the road worker.

Ms. Holbert indicated she was under the impression that no road work was going to be done until funding was available. There are now signs up stating road work will be commencing; Ms. Holbert asked for the status of the work.

Larry Young: Larry Young is from Hope, Idaho. He appeared to discuss a project that has been underway for some time out of Boise. The project is to raise the appropriate number of signatures get an initiative on the 2010 ballot. The initiative is to request that the Bible be taught as an elective in the public school system. It will be taught as literature, history or art. 

Mr. Larry Young’s request is for assistance and support from the Commissioners to get this matter on the 2010 ballot. Mr. Young can be contacted at: 264-5355 or larryfromIdaho@g-mail.com. A meeting has been scheduled at the First Baptist Church on August 31 at 6:30; the objective is to continue to brainstorm ideas and approaches for gathering signatures for getting the initiative on the ballot. 

Chairman Young advised Mr. Young to contact the Clerk’s office for directions for getting the matter in the correct form to get it on the ballot.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS - Leslie Marshall

1)
Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.
Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, projects and departments as follows:

Solid Waste: Recycling and site clean-up continue; work is ongoing at the Dickensheet site making room for the metal pile to be moved; e-waste is being hauled to Oldtown; grinding has begun at Colburn.
Weeds:  Work continues on the community spraying projects; follow-up on the Neighborhood Co-Op’s is ongoing as receipts for reimbursement are coming in; work on the SCWMA projects with Boundary County and Fish and Game continues; the milfoil treatment has been completed and all restrictions have been lifted; no response has been received from Tom Woolf regarding putting acreage back into the project although all follow-up information has been provided to him. 

Waterways: Clean-up of launches and park sites continues; construction of new picnic tables for the proposed new tent camp sites has begun; there have been reports of navigation lights not working, these are being checked on; Rob is working with Verizon to put in a landline at Garfield Campground, cell phone service in the area is limited; the building location permit for the kiosk at Coolin has been received.

Director Marshall reported that the final reports regarding the Thoroughfare should be available in about 10 days to two weeks. Upon receipt, the reports will need to be reviewed with the committee and the Board to map out the direction to take from this point forward. 

Director Marshall advised follow-up on an incident at Garfield Bay is ongoing. There have been incidences out there this summer; the area is not patrolled and the Sheriff has been called on two occasions. Director Marshall asked if the Sheriff could occasionally run a Patrol Officer out to the area. 

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann

Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.
Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects as follows:

District 1: Brushing along Bandy Road continues; the patching crew is working in the District 1 area and planning for the Fish Creek culvert installations is ongoing. 

District 2: Brushing continues on Freeman Lake Road and most of the blow-downs on the road have been cleaned up; more gravel work will proceed after Labor Day. Some material may be coming out of the Peterson area.

District 3: The District 3 crew is assisting with the Sunnyside Road work; pushing up the sand pile and prepping for winter at the District 3 shop has begun; regarding shop work, they are installing a sander and building a plow harness.

Construction Crew: Chip sealing has been completed; on South Sagle the CTB is still curing this week and paving is planned for Monday; grinding is ongoing on Selle this week along with CTB work, that will cure for a week and then paving is planned for Selle on Tuesday, September 8. Director Luttmann reported he received an e-mail from the School District regarding the Selle paving, however Mr. Luttmann confirmed one lane will remain open so there should not be any school bus access issues when school starts up. Striping should continue at the end of this week. Brushing and ditching continues on Sunnyside Road this week. 

Director Luttmann advised that after reviewing the budget some excess fuel funds were available to be moved into the Road Improvements which will provide the funding to incorporate the Sunnyside area into the program this year.

2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Selle Road Contract Change Orders for Sunnyside Road.

Director Luttmann advised they have put together a change order with the Selle Road project to utilize their cement spreader on Sunnyside Road and they are working with the culvert installer to install culverts on Sunnyside.  This change order is for unit prices; it is anticipated it will cost $139,072.70 to incorporate the work for the paved portions on the first section of paved road out at Sunnyside.

Chairman Young confirmed that Director Luttmann is using surplus funds for the work on Sunnyside; the proposed work using the funding is for culvert installations, CTB, using the County’s road reclaimers, grinding, etc. on the first section that is paved on Sunnyside, approximately three miles. If there is an opportunity to extend the work beyond the first section, Director Luttmann will take a look at the area for doing improvements. Director Luttmann reiterated it is within the Road & Bridge budget for this year to do the grinding, the cement and some surfacing on the first section of Sunnyside Road.

Director Luttmann next reported on the tree issues on Sunnyside Road and his discussion with Christine Holbert:

Mr. Luttmann reported he had spoken with Ms. Holbert that morning. He advised Ms. Holbert that the petitions were reviewed along with the current Road & Bridge policies and a plan was developed to remove trees and brush within six feet of the edge of the asphalt. Any tree removal beyond that point would be because of safety/maintenance issues. Mr. Luttmann also had spoken with a representative of the Tri-State Water Quality Council who suggested taking vegetation/brush that was growing up next to the trees rather than having to spray the area. Mr. Luttmann also confirmed that brushing would be completed today.

Director Luttmann advised that his request is for the change order on the Selle Road project to allow work on Sunnyside Road to proceed; he will be coming back with another request for surfacing next week. This would get the culvert installers out on Sunnyside this week; the grinding, with our crews doing the initial grind on Monday, and followed up with the CTB work after Labor Day; the road will then cure for a week before putting on the surface.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion that the Sunnyside Road maintenance reconstruction change order be awarded to Interstate Concrete and Asphalt for the unit price as listed and as recommended by the Road & Bridge Department; and authorize the Road & Bridge Department to proceed with the contract. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Director Luttmann also reported there will be some road closures associated with the work and he has prepared releases for the newspaper to publish the closure information. 

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard

Update on Staff, Department, Calls and Projects.

Director Bob Howard presented updates on staff, department, calls and projects advising work on plans and training schedules continues.

Discussion/Decision Regarding BONfire Mitigation Plan, IDL Request for Reimbursement, IDL Grant # 09 ARRA 12.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the BONfire Mitigation Plan, IDL Request for Reimbursement, IDL Grant #09 ARRA 12 in the total amount of $8,050. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. Commissioner Rich voted Aye, Commissioner Rasor voted Nay; Chairman Young vacated the chair and voted Aye. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Contract for Hazardous Fuels Treatment, Wildfire Mitigation Activities with Abram Logging, Inc., Evergreen and R.R. Logging and Land Management.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to add the following contractors to the Contract for Hazardous Fuels Treatment, Wildfire Mitigation Activities: Abram Logging, Inc., Evergreen and R.R. Logging. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

911 DISPATCH – Marcus Robbins
Director Robbins was attending a child abduction conference in Virginia and not available for the meeting.

EMS – Matt Avidan
Matt Avidan was working with vendors and not available for the meeting.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT – Sheriff Daryl Wheeler/Marie Scott
1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Sheriff’s Request to the Clerk to Open the Appropriate Budget for Receipt of Unanticipated Funds into those Budget Areas which are in the Most Need – Resolution.

Marie Scott suggested using a Treasury Appropriation rather than unscheduled revenue.  Ms. Scott reported she has spoken with Bob and is suggesting that some of the items could be reduced from those originally presented:

On the Sheriff’s Side:

a. Animal damage control: The original request was for $82,000; out of that $70,000 was for animal damage control and $12,000 for items asked for in next year’s budget ($8500 for an animal transport trailer and $3500 for horse panels).  Ms. Scott suggested that, based on the conversation with the Board, the Board was not ready to discuss next year’s expenditures. 
Based on the conversation, Ms. Scott will put together a resolution for $60,000 for animal control.

On the Jail Side:

a. $50,000 will be put into the Jail budget to bring the budget current and provide extra monies for operational expenses. If the balance of the monies are not used, those monies will go back into the Jail reserves. 
b. The Jail has also requested a building in next year’s budget to be used for dry storage, and is now requesting a freezer for the building. 

Ms. Scott recommended that the Board approve the $50,000 Jail appropriation to take care of the immediate needs of the Jail through the end of the budget year. Regarding the freeze, Chairman Young suggested that the freezer be purchased for $10,000 at this time with the available funds. 

Commissioner Rich made a motion for the Clerk to prepare Treasury Appropriation resolutions for $60,000 into the Jail budget, into two different line items; $60,000 into the Sheriff’s budget, authorizing the Board to approve and administratively sign Resolutions 09-62 and 09-63 upon presentation. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed. 

PLANNING DEPARTMENT – Clare Marley 

1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Time Extension Request for Surety – File SM921-06, Stoneridge.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Final, 2-Year Time Extension Request for Surety Agreement for the completion of improvements for Creekside at Stoneridge, File SM921-06, to January 29, 2012. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Time Extension Request – File S1151-05, Forest Heights at Stoneridge.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Final Time Extension Request – Preliminary Plat, File S1151-05, Forest Heights at Stoneridge to October 17, 2011. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Director Marley mentioned that in the next few years when the extensions come due, there may be a surge in the county surveyor fees and engineering fees. Commission Rasor also opined that if we have large bonds and the bonding companies go out of business, the County is responsible for the costs. This is a concern to be addressed.

3) Discussion/Decision Regarding Initiation of Title 12 Amendments Regarding Digital Floodplain Maps, Accessory Dwelling Units, Preliminary Storm Water Plans and other “Housekeeping” Revisions.

Director Marley reviewed a listing of changes/amendments/revisions to Title 12. Once the Board approves the changes, a completed Ordinance will be sent to the Prosecutor’s Office for review and then to the Board and Planning and Zoning. Hearings at the P and Z level and then at the Board level will be conducted. 

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to accept the requests for amendments to Title 12, directing Clare Marley to move forward with the amendments. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion for discussion.  Commissioner Rich discussed issues of two constituents; one regarding an ADU and one regarding a rezone and if the change of language would adversely affect the issues. All in favor. The motion passed.

Director Marley advised the Board that two members of the Planning and Zoning Commission terms expire in October. Each member has notified Director Marley of his wish for reappointment. The law requires that the Board Chair enter the names of the candidates into nomination and then a majority of the Board must approve the reappointments.  The Commissioners agreed both members were good candidates and the Board saw no reason not to reappoint each to the Commission. Director Marley will place the matter on the agenda for next week.

4)
Updates on Staff, Departments, Calls and Projects.

Director Clare Marley presented updates on staff, departments, calls and projects as follows:

Director Marley presented her weekly update sheet. 

Commissioner Rich brought up issues with permitting and the Panhandle Health District. Director Marley advised that the County requires a sign-off on permits to make sure there are no encroachments over drain fields, or a drain field replacement area, by a new structure. Sewer districts must make sure their easements are not being encroached upon. If there are problems regarding old or unauthorized permits, inability to locate septic systems, this may be a Health District internal operations decision that could be addressed on the district or regional level.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Memorandum of Agreement Between the Idaho Cities: Sandpoint, Ponderay, Kootenai; Bonner County and the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality for the Brownfield’s Assessment Coalition Grant – Steve Gill.

Mr. Gill confirmed that the agreement was for the use of the $650,000 grant for assessment and looking at the corridor for development of a trail along the shoreline of Lake Pend Oreille for public use and access. Commissioner Rasor advised that although the agreement looked in good order, because the funding was coming from the Recovery Act he could not support the matter. 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Agreement Between the Idaho Cities: Sandpoint, Ponderay, Kootenai; Bonner County and the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality for the Brownfield’s Assessment Coalition Grant. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. Commissioner Rich voted Aye; Commissioner Rasor voted Nay; Chairman Young vacated the chair and voted Aye. The motion passed.

2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Extension of Time to File Levy Requests – Lakeland Joint School District #272 – Marie Scott.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Extension of Time to File Levy Requests for the Lakeland Joint School District #272 for one week. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

6) Discussion/Decision Regarding Employee Benefits Insurance Renewal – Pam Allen.

Pam Allen went over and confirmed what was agreed to regarding the change in employee benefits. Once the Commissioners have signed off on the agreement, the insurance company can order the renewal contracts with the new rates, legal will review the new contracts and they will then be presented to the Board for signature. The new terms are as follows:

Bonner County agrees to go forward with the renewal of Blue Cross of Idaho with the $704.54 per employee per month medical and $2.81 vision rate; Delta Dental of Idaho with a renewal rate of $73.10; the EAP renewal rate is $2.06 per employee per month; the total rate is $782.51 per employee per month.
Ms. Allen then presented the new Regents’ program: The Basic Life rate is $0.22 per $1,000; the AD&D rate is $0.03 per $1,000 and the dependent life rate is $0.01 per employee per month. 

Open enrollment is set up for September and in additional to the new benefit amounts, Ms. Allen will remind the employees that it is a good time to update beneficiary forms for PERSI. If any employee wants to add or drop a dependent from the health plan that can be done at the time of open enrollment.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to support the new renewal rates, as voted on by the Bonner County employees. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Ms. Allen clarified that the amount of the employee contribution will be $66 for just the employee; employee plus one is $117.84; employee plus two or more is $137.84 per month.

Ms. Allen also reported on the “Opt-Out” option. A survey went out to all employees; eleven employees responded that they did have other coverage and of the eleven, six would opt-out if given the option, and of the six, one asked if you could opt out of just the medical or the dental, but not both. The insurance providers advised this opt-out would not impact the rates. The provider stated it would need to see a decrease of 20% to see a change in the rates, which would be 70 people opting out. Ms. Allen asked the Board if it would like to include a provision that would allow employees to opt-out, provided the employee can provide proof of insurance, which proof an employee would have to provide every year during open enrollment.

Additionally, Ms. Allen asked if an employee could opt-out of medical or dental or both. The current plan requires employees to participate in the total plan. Currently, the only time an employee is allowed to split out coverage is with COBRA. An employee can elect medical COBRA or dental COBRA or both medical and dental COBRA. 

Ms. Allen recommended for the first year to allow an employee to be in or out of the program in total, and see what the responses are. Going forward, if opting out of only a part of the plan seems viable, that option could be offered at a later time.

Finally, Ms. Allen brought up treatment of married couples who are employees of the County. At this time, the couple is on one policy; one of the spouses is the primary and the other is the dependent on the primary’s policy and they are charged an “employee only” rate. This has been the County’s practice and to continue the practice it should be specifically spelled out in the contract. If one of the employees should lose his/her job, that is a qualifying event and the remaining employee would become the primary on the policy.  

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to recess the meeting until 1:00 pm. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Chairman Young opened the afternoon session at 1:05 pm and reported there was one item remaining on the agenda from the morning session.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to reconvene the business meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Federal Stimulus Dollars.

Scott Bauer appeared on behalf of the Prosecutor’s Office and reported he had met with Road & Bridge Director Luttmann earlier in the day and committed that by Friday he would have a “best opinion” of what kinds of risks and liabilities may be involved. Mr. Bauer reported he had received a “template” agreement with provisions very similar to what will be used for this action.  Mr. Bauer asked for a continuance of the meeting until Friday when his risk assessment report will be completed.

Chairman Young brought up several issues involving the administration of the program and the process to be followed. The object is to partnership with the Forest Service to use the funding to move forward to fix County and Forest Service Roads. 

Road & Bridge Director Luttmann advised he met with the foreman last week and went over some projects that would benefit the National Forest Service requirements on roads the County maintains, specifically in Districts 2 and 3; the high priority, mid-priority and low priority areas that might qualify for the program.
Mr. Luttmann suggested putting out an RFP for a firm to do the design, construction observation as well as the reporting and administration of the entire project.  A more detailed list of projects would be put together, a consultant brought in to review the lists and road projects along with the associated requirements and then the consultant would prepare a priority list for review.  This development team would also work in conjunction with the Forest Service and the information it has already prepared.

Mr. Luttmann advised that the total project would likely be divided into several projects so the work could be spread around to several contractors.

Mr. Luttmann is asking at this time for a preliminary decision to move forward; the Forest Service already has a project that is ready to go; and there is the weather timeline to be aware of.

Chairman Young asked what the timeline was for the grant monies and Dick responded it was a two-year period, but he could not give an exact starting date. Mr. Luttmann’s impression was the project had to be under construction within the two years.

Chairman Young verified the current agreement will provide for the County to commit to go forward; a contract to be in place within two years; project completion date set. To date, the Forest Service and the County are working off a contract entered in 1966, with a Schedule A which sets forth the particulars of the work to be performed. At this time, at least Schedule A needs to be updated for accuracy.

At the end of the completion of the work the County has no more responsibility for maintenance; maintenance goes back to the Forest Service.

In essence, there will be a Parent Agreement setting forth the general terms and conditions and a Schedule A, which can be revised if appropriate, and which would set forth the particulars and terms of each individual project. 

Liz Johnson-Gebhart of the Priest River Community Forrest Connection (PRCFC) appeared and outlined its experiences working with the Forest Service on local projects. She stated there was a lot of road maintenance completed, brushing, culverts, grading, gravel, etc. Her impression was that the County’s requirements were higher than the Forest Service specs, and the experiences were all positive. Liz also reminded the Board of the need for these jobs on the ground and how important it was to get people back to work by breaking the contracts into sections so more than one local contractor could work on a project.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to continue to move forward with the project/relationship between the County and Forest Service to mutually agree upon roads to be fixed. Commissioner Rasor seconded with discussion. Commissioner Rich voted Aye, Commissioner Rasor voted Nay, Chairman Young vacated the chair and voted Aye. The motion 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
