Under Idaho Code 31-3205(1), the Bonner County Recorder (BCR) may recover $1.00 for each page of a bulk copy request for recorded instruments.  Alternatively, the BCR may recover a de minimis amount (potentially less than 1-cent per page) under I.C. 31-3205(2) for bulk copy requests.  The authority for the BCR to impose a $1.00 per page fee is conditioned upon BCR utilizing a non-digital title plant such as microfiche.  It is the considered judgment of the BCR that the feasibility of purchasing a microfiche title plant (which would provide $1.00 per page returns instead of potentially 1-cent or less return for digital) should be thoroughly investigated without delay.
