On Friday, September 17, 2010 the Bonner County Commissioners met to reconvene the business meeting from Tuesday, September 14, 2010. All three Commissioners were present.

CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. advising that this meeting was a continuation of the Tuesday, September 14, 2010 regularly scheduled business meeting, for the sole purpose of taking care of those business items that needed addressing prior to the return of the Commissioners from the IAC Conference in Garden City, Idaho.
ORDER OF THE AGENDA

Chairman Young advised that Miscellaneous Item 4, Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Loaned Equipment Agreement between EMS and Bonner General Hospital needed to be removed from the Agenda and a new Miscellaneous Item 7 (mis-identified as Item 8), Discussion/Decision Regarding Tax Cancellation Request, K2 Motel Pending Sale with Cheryl Piehl, needed to be added to the Agenda.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the modified Order of the Agenda, as presented. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Liquor Catering Permit for Ivano’s.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS

Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Taxing District Levies.

County Clerk Marie Scott advised of the receipt of budgets for all 44 taxing districts for Bonner County, which had been reviewed; very few adjustments needed to be made; and the levies were ready for presentation to the State Tax Commission. 
Commissioner Rich made a motion to accept the Taxing District Levies and submit the same to the State Tax Commission. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve Claims Batch #26. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

3.
Discussion/Decision Regarding 2009/2010 Justice Fund – Sheriff’s Office A to B Transfer – Resolution.

Commissioner Rich had three questions regarding:  (1) Purchasing the equipment through the general fund and/or grants; (2) Surplus in the A Budget; and (3) Timing of the request, all of which were discussed at length.

Chairman Young confirmed that although the request had merit, the timing of the request was inappropriate and the decision on the matter could have consequences effecting employee jobs next year.
Sheriff Wheeler stated his emphasis was on public safety and purchasing the five items set forth in his e-mail was of the utmost importance.
Commissioner Rasor made a motion to adopt the Resolution No. 10-58 reworded as necessary to set out the Sheriff’s requested items per his e-mail i.e., 20 Watch Guard Digital In-Car Video System ($102,100), 10 Cop Vu Wearable Video Cameras ($8,100), 9 Dell Computers ($8,100), 2 (22. cal) Conversion Kits ($520) and Surveillance Equipment for CIT ($9,131) also including $30,000 to be applied to the fuel line item, 34-02-742-01. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion for discussion. The amount requested was confirmed at $127,951 for the items listed plus $30,000 for fuel for a grand total of $157,951. Commissioner Rich reiterated that during the budget discussions all departments were equally scrutinized and all were held to the same standards and requirements. Commissioner Rich called for the Question: Chairman Young: All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Payment Approval for ES Engineering Invoice No. 678 in the amount of $760 for the Priest River Airport – FAA/AIP 3-16-0058-002.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve payment of the ES Engineering Invoice No. 678 in the amount of $760 for the Priest River Airport – FAA/AIP 3-16-0058-002. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

6.
Discussion/Decision Regarding Recommendation by the Bonner County Interoperability Governing Board (BCIGB) to Purchase a Consolette in Dispatch to Bridge the 700 MHz with the Current UHF and VHF Radio Frequencies.
Sheriff Wheeler advised the BCIGB had been informed grant monies were still available from the 2007 Bureau of Homeland Security Grant, and the funds had to be used before the end of November, 2010. The BCIGB verified that the Board of Commissioners had previously made a commitment to upgrade the Little Blacktail site and confirmed the Samuels site was also in need of upgrading. The total cost for the two sites upgrading is approximately $59,000. After careful calculation, there remains approximately $54,000 in the 2007 Bureau of Homeland Security Grant. The BCIGB has determined to use the funds to upgrade the Little Blacktail and Samuels sites, the Samuels site having originally been selected as a third project site should funding become available.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to use the additional broadband funds in the 2007 Homeland Security Grant to fund the third project, the Samuels site. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

7.
Discussion/Decision Regarding Tax Cancellation Request, K2 Motel Pending Sale.

Jerri Anderson from Coldwell Bank appeared and provided a history of the K2 Motel and the Coit House. She confirmed that there was a pending sale on the K2, and both properties were vacant and had not been operating as businesses in 2009 or 2010. Ms. Anderson also advised that all unpaid real property taxes on the K2 Motel would be paid from the proceeds of the sale; a request was before the Board of Commissioners to cancel the delinquent personal property taxes only, for the K2 Motel and the Coit House.
After a lengthy discussion, Chairman Young confirmed the request was to cancel personal property taxes as follows: K2  Motel: $625.72 for 2009 personal property taxes and $64.56 for the prorated 2010 personal property tax. Coit House: $199.86 for 2009 personal property taxes and $17.01 for the prorated 2010 personal property tax, for a total of: $907.15.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Tax Cancellation Request for the K2 Motel and the Coit Home for 2009 and 2010 as of 9/20/2010, for personal property taxes, contingent upon the closing/sale of the K2 Motel by September 27, 2010. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

8.

At 10:04 a.m. Commissioner Rich made a motion to enter into an Executive Session under Idaho Code §67-2345 (B) Personnel/Departmental Efficiencies with Bob Howard of Emergency Management and Pam Allen from Human Resources.  Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor: Roll Call: Commissioner Rich, Aye; Commissioner Young, Aye; Commissioner Rasor, Aye. The motion passed.
At 10:26 a.m. Commissioner Rich made a motion to adjourn from the Executive Session and adjourn the business meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
