On Tuesday, January 12, 2010 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with all three Commissioners present.
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 8:45 am.

INVOCATION
Ken Smith from the First Baptist Church presented the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
ADOPT ORDER OF THE AGENDA
Chairman Young advised Marcus Robbins was not available for the meeting and Item 5 under Miscellaneous “Review of Wells Surrounding the Bonner County Shop Area in Priest River and Adjacent Wetlands,” be tabled.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES
Commissioner Rasor:  Commissioner Rasor reported on a very lengthy EMS Advisory Meeting where training 250 citizens in CPR was discussed along with a QA and QI for out-of-hospital survival information, monthly training, workshops and providing EMS training to the Ski Patrol. 

Commissioner Rich:  Commissioner Rich reported on Judge Hosack’s retirement event in Coeur d’Alene; the Sandpoint Airport Advisory Board meeting and Public Hearing held January 11, 2010; Commissioner Rich also attended the swearing-in of the Clark Fork Mayor Jeff Jeffers.
Commissioner Young:  Commissioner Young reported on the EMS Groomer meeting at Priest Lake; provided a status update on the Groomer Building and the groomed trails. Commissioner Young also advised he has received calls from Boundary County regarding e-waste.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Steve Witt:  Scott Witt, who appeared before the Board last week regarding the walkway and parking issues at the Red Cricket condominiums at Schweitzer, brought in additional information and had additional questions for the Board.
Bette Kinne:  Bette Kinne asked why the County was purchasing property for the juvenile facility when there were 20 acres available at the Sheriff’s office jail property, advising a number of years ago the County had a plan to put all County departments on that acreage. What has happened to the 20 acres, how come more property is being purchased for the juvenile facility if the 20 acres are still available and what happened to the County’s “plan” for the area?
