On Tuesday, January 4, 2011 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with all three Commissioners present.

CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order at 8:45 a.m.

Keith Kinnaird:  Keith Kinnaird asked about the cost overage for the Courthouse remodel project. The Commissioners advised to date there was a $130,000 cost overrun with the majority of the costs incurred on infrastructure items that could not be anticipated until the Courthouse was torn apart to start renovations.

Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.
Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects, including ongoing truck/equipment maintenance and plowing and sanding in all three districts.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard

Updates on Staff, Projects and Department.
Director Bob Howard provided updates on staff, projects and the department and presented two one-year/month-to-month Contracts with Air-Pipe. The first Contract is to put in a pathway from the Administration Building to the McGhee Road offices with a VPN connection that is separate for the voice override telephone system; the second Contract is for the internet connection. Both Contracts contain a 30-day money back guarantee provision and a 30-day cancellation clause. The project will begin January 6 and should be up and running by close of business on Friday, January 7, 2011.

Update on Staff, Department, Calls and Projects.
Chief Rob Wakeley presented updates on staff, department, calls and projects, advising they have received a loaner ambulance from Newport free of charge; call volumes, transports and non-emergency transports are all up.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Bonner County Emergency Medical Services Personnel Policy Manual – Pam Allen and Larry Goins.

Human Resources Director Pam Allen provided a brief history and update on the status of the manual which utilized the “At Will” ICRMP template for guidance. Ms. Allen provided a general overview of the manual and discussed the changes made to the manual and confirmed the manual provides clear direction on how “At Will” employment works. There was a lengthy discussion regarding the compensation decisions for EMS employees adopted via Resolution by the Commissioners five years ago, which were also included in the manual. Larry Goins recommended approving the new policy manual with further review of the compensation benefit section.
Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve the Bonner County Emergency Medical Services Personnel Policy Manual revision. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Commissioner Rasor amended his motion to include a starting date for the new policy manual of February 1, 2011. Commissioner Rich amended his second. All in favor. The motion passed.
JUVENILE JUSTICE –Debbie Stallcup

Director Debbie Stallcup reported on Boundary County canceling its Juvenile Justice contract with Bonner County and its decision to utilize the Kootenai facilities from this point forward. Ms. Stallcup outlined Boundary’s reasoning behind its decision. Ms. Stallcup stated her concerns about the inaccurate picture Boundary County painted of the Bonner County Juvenile System and presented documentation of the exceptional programs available at the Bonner County facility.
Ms. Stallcup reported Boundary County has ignored her requests for a meeting/discussion regarding its reasoning behind the contract cancellation.
