On Tuesday, December 7, 2010 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with all three Commissioners present.

CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman Joseph Young called the meeting to order at 8:47 a.m.

INVOCATION

Jim Osman of the Kootenai Community Church presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Young advised there were several changes to the Agenda:

Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.

Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, projects and departments.
2) Discussion/Decision Regarding Request to Submit Cost Share Grant Proposal and the SCWMA Annual Operation Plan – 2011.

Director Leslie Marshall advised that this plan was developed for implementing noxious weed management projects in 2011. The SCWMA ranks projects based upon the goals of the strategic plan to determine the priority of the proposed projects. The goals and objectives are summarized as: Eradication or control of small infestations and containment of established weeds. 

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve the submission of the Cost Share Grant Proposal and the SCWMA Annual Operation Plan – 2011. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Director Marshall reported on the public hearing in Priest River regarding the CUP for the Green Owl site.. Most of the attendees were from the committee and attended the meetings; no one opposed and it was approved without any problems; the next step is sending it out for bids.
Director Marshall also provided the Commissioners with the Priest Community Forest Connection report of the May 2010 third annual exposition.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Resolution to Appoint and Re-Appoint Members to the Bonner County Aquatic Invasive Species Task Force Board.

The Commissioners discussed the interviews and information received during the interview process and concerns over possible conflicts of interest that may exist; the information needs verification and a legal opinion on conflict of interest should be completed before the Board can make the appointments. 
Commissioner Rich made a motion to table the matter for one week to verify information and obtain a legal opinion on conflict of interest matters. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann

Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects, advising winter maintenance is ongoing in all districts. The Road Tour is set for Friday, December 10, 2010.

Director Luttmann confirmed that in October 2010 the Board approved Resolution 10-61 to open the Road & Bridge Budget and increase several line items with carryover dollars totaling $63,000 for the proposed purchase of two front-end sanders, a water tank assembly to convert a truck into a water truck, and a replacement dump box. After a discussion of the proposed purchases and a review of quotes for each item:
Commissioner Rich made a motion to authorize the Road & Bridge Director to order and proceed with the purchasing of two Cobolt Truck Equipment front-end sanders ($16,540), a Williamsen Manufacturing dump box ($10,016), and an Ochoco Manufacturing Corporation water tank assembly ($22,821.20) at the unit prices listed, and moved to authorize the Chairman to sign on behalf of the Board. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
6) Discussion/Decision Regarding Extension of the Right-of-Way Maintenance set out in the Right-of-Way Agreement with the City of Priest River and Bonner County – Jim Martin.

The remaining bond on the project is in progress; counter activities for the first of December have been busy. Director Marley also confirmed that all Planning & Zoning Commission Agenda items had been completed for the year but for the racetrack issue. Since this is not a pressing issue, the Commissioners advised to hold the matter over for next year.

Bob Hatfield, Assistant Chief of the West Ponderay Fire District, confirmed fire protection would take place, formally, in late June; however, everyone will have fire protection at signing of the Order 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Order of Annexation for the West Ponderay Fire District Annexation of Bear Paw. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE – Scott Bauer

1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Resolution to Form the Bonner County Property Rights Council (BCPRC).

Scott Bauer reviewed the proposed resolution, with the addition of Exhibit A. After passing the Resolution, the next step is to advertise for members and set up interviews. Mr. Bauer will prepare proposed questions for the interviewees.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Bid Proposals for Tenant Improvements on the Bonner 

County Administration Building, First Floor. 

Scott Bauer reviewed the bid process and the laws regarding accepting late bids in an effort to determine if the late bid received for this project should or should not be accepted. IDAPA 38.05.01.072 states: Any bid or proposal, withdrawal or modification received after the time and date set for opening at the place designed for opening is late….Time of receipt will be determined by the official time stamp or receipt mechanism located at the purchasing activity.
Commissioner Rich and Commissioner Rasor confirmed one bid for this project was late by a minute and a half. Scott Bauer advised that the Board has the power to reject or accept on the timeliness, as long as there is no prejudice to the other builders. One solution would be to have the project rebid.

There was also the question of a subcontractor included in one of the bids having appropriate licensing for its work on the project. Mr. Bauer advised this matter needed to be taken to the Public Contractor’s Licensing Board for a decision whether the subcontractor is acting within its scope of license.

After a lengthy discussion, the Board continued further discussion on this matter to allow time to determine the subcontractor’s licensing issue and make a determination on accepting or rejecting the late bid.
