On Tuesday, December 21, 2010 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with all three Commissioners present.

CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called to order at 8:50 a.m.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES

Commissioner Rich:  Commissioner Rich reported on the Airport Board Meeting where ongoing problems with snow removal were addressed and the Piper Hangar Lease recording was taken care of.
Commissioner Rasor: Commissioner Rasor reported on the Waterways Advisory Board meeting where the budget was addressed along with IDPR grants and a grant presented by the City of Sandpoint to create boat slips. Commissioner Rasor also reported on the Aquatic Invasive Species meeting, advising a list of priorities for treatment for 2011 had been prepared for submission to the State; DNA results have found a Milfoil hybrid that has infested areas of the lake, and there is no conclusive evidence of mussel infestation in Flathead Lake. The Task Force is also working on a letter to the Legislature encouraging it to develop a permit process for the transport of invasive species within the State of Idaho. Tri-State Water has discontinued its work on the weevil project; the Lake Pend Oreille Waterkeeper group is continuing with the project.

 PUBLIC COMMENT 

Mike Nielsen, on behalf of the Priest Lake Groomers Association, presented Commissioner Young with a thank you letter for his help and work with the Association.
Commissioner Rich advised that Chris Wilson, a highly decorated war veteran and long-time friend and member of the Sandpoint Advisory Board, passed away December 4, 2010.

SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS – Leslie Marshall

Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments. 

Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, ongoing projects and work at the solid waste sites; work continues on a new weed book along with preparing a request for funds from PAC; aquatic mapping for treatment sites is going forward along with bio-control mapping; and the Waterways Department is cleaning up boat launches and bathrooms. Director Marshall reported receiving many letters of support for the grants through the efforts of Ken Haag.
2) Discussion/Decision Regarding Phone Issues at Public Works – Thor Wiegman.

Commissioner Rasor led a discussion regarding phone issues in the Public Works McGhee offices. Thor Wiegman confirmed the problems can be fixed temporarily, at a cost between $1500 and $3000, in two to three weeks. Mr. Wiegman will work with the County Clerk and Solid Waste to secure funding. 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to authorize Leslie Marshall to move forward with Thor Wiegman to take care of the phone issues in the Public Works McGhee offices at a cost between $1500 and $3000. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Priest Community Forest Connection RAC Title III Funding.

Leslie Marshall advised that the Priest Community Forest Connection is requesting three years of funding at $20,000 per year, to conduct community oriented educational Forest Exposition projects to establish, improve and increase the opportunities for young students in Bonner County. Ms. Marshall advised that the fund has approximately $60,000 in it; no additional funds are being put into RAC Title III Funding anymore. Chairman Young confirmed funding can only be granted a year at a time and suggested the funding be supported for 2011.
Commissioner Rasor made a motion to support funding to the Priest Community Forest Connection from RAC Title III Funding for 2011. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann
