On Tuesday, June 9, 20009 the Bonner County Commissioners met for a regular scheduled meeting with the full Board present.

CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 8:46 am.

INVOCATION

Barry Johnson of the New Song Bible Church presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ADOPT ORDER OF THE AGENDA

Chairman Young advised the Agenda required the following updates:

Commissioner Rich made the motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES

Commissioner Rich reported his observations on the IAC conference last week in Post Falls which all three Commissioners attended.

All counties are experiencing the same dilemma, i.e., a shortfall of revenue for the services each is bound by duty to supply. Although some counties have had to layoff staff, at this time in Bonner County, instead of laying off employees, as employees leave by attrition or other reasons, positions, unless key to the operations of a department, are not being filled at this time. The meetings were informative on operations on both the state and county levels. The counties are working together looking for solutions and remedies to the revenue issues.
Commissioner Rich also reported on the Fair Board Meeting held June 1, 2009. There was a lot of discussion regarding the International Fire Code enforcement by the City of Sandpoint and the fact that the hoods over the deep fryers do not have fire suppression systems in them. The Code is being enforced and there is no remedy as far as the hoods themselves. As an intermediate solution, there was discussion about allowing this type of cooking outdoors. It will cost $6000 to $7500 per hood to update the equipment.  At this point, only the 4H Group qualifies to operate. 
The Fair Board is trying to raise some funds to replace the equipment and there was discussion regarding a grace period to raise the funds, however but this is not going to be an option. The equipment is not owned by the tenants. Any equipment that is permanently mounted to the facility belongs to the Fairgrounds so the tenants are not responsible for replacement/updating of the hoods.
Commissioner Rasor reported he received updates on Juvenile Justice and misdemeanor probation, and an informative “view” of the 9th Circuit Court processes at the IAC conference. He also reported he had an opportunity to meet with other Commissioners to discuss and come up with resolutions/suggestions to send to the State Legislature next year. There was a lot of information regarding the Legislative process during the past year. Commissioner Rasor also reported the Governor has set up a transportation committee to meet this summer to determine how to deal with the infrastructure of Idaho’s roads. 
Commissioner Young reported his impressions of the IAC Conference and advised that the overall issue is lack of revenue. There is frustration within the counties as mandated increases are coming from the Legislature resulting in more tax dollars being directed to projects that have to be done and fewer tax dollars available for individual county projects. This trend will probably continue for at least two more years.
Commissioner Young advised State Interoperability Executive Council (SIEC) has finished the charter, bylaws and resolutions and all have been sent on to the Chair. Once the documents are approved they will be put on the State SIEC agenda on June 24 and 25. 
Communications statewide are being improved, and District and Regional communication committees are being developed to report at the State level on how local level communications are accomplished. All the information/documentation should be assembled by fall and will then be sent on to the State Chair and State Committee for approval. This should all be accomplished within the next five to six weeks.
Commissioner Young reported regarding the Priest River Airport and his meeting with Cory, Scott and Jim Martin regarding land acquisitions. They will get proposals in the next few weeks on how to move forward. The ALP is almost completed; one of the remaining main pieces is trying to bring in properties around the Priest River Airport through acquisition purchase.
Regarding waste management, Commissioner Young advised there is more pressure on the biomass and waste management side for companies and how to create energy using those resources. The process is still in fact finding status. Given the economy, finding an entity to invest $30 - $100 million in Bonner County to create an energy plant to use all of our wood waste and burn all of our trash has hurdles to overcome. The project is going to be done on the private side not through the County and issues with private/public partnerships as well as Constitutional issues will need to be addressed. Waste Management Director Marshall will update the Board as information becomes available.
Chairman Young next reported he met the with Panhandle Health District which still has $l million in reserves, which they probably would have paid off the St. Maries building with but instead decided to hold the monies for next year, pending future budget cuts. 

Commissioner Rasor reported the health districts have incurred a 13% cut across the board.

When the District 1 budget is adopted, all five North Idaho counties are included and monies are applied pursuant to a formula based on the county assessment value of land and the county population. In Kootenai and Bonner Counties, over the last 4 to 5 years, land values have gone up and population has increased. When they figure out the formula Benewah, Shoshone and Boundary are growing but not at the rate of Kootenai and Bonner. Because of the formula, Benewah, Shoshone and Boundary Counties’ costs with Panhandle Health District have gone down even though they have grown and used more services and Bonner and Kootenai Counties have ended up paying for the increases. 

Commissioner Rich reported it has been suggested that the number of “users” be included in the formula. How many people in the county actually use Panhandle Health Services -- that could change the allocation of the costs.

Commissioner Rasor advised there is a committee that is going to review the formula process this summer.

PUBLIC COMMENT *(see below)

Dick Hamacher:  Mr. Hamacher brought up the issue of the budget for roads. He advised the budget could be cut back significantly if the County quit maintaining roads that do not meet the legal standards for maintenance. 
Commissioner Rich thanked Mr. Hamacher for his suggestion and advised that because this is a taxing district, even if the County could follow Mr. Hamacher’s suggestion, the money is already in the budget and, by law; funds must stay where they are allocated. 
CONSENT AGENDA

1)
Approval of Board of Commissioners’ Meeting Minutes for May 12, 2009.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS - Leslie Marshall

1)
Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.
Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, departments and projects as follows:

Solid Waste: Recycling, clean up and working the piles at Idaho Hill and Dickensheet continues. There were five responses from balers regarding baling the metal piles. The bids ranged from $60/ton to $91/ton.
Director Marshall reported the Department was put on notice by the Colburn Water System that it needs to install some water backflow devices at the transfer station. Solid Waste will try to do the installation itself or, if appropriate, contact a plumber to see what needs to be done. Backflow devices are needed to prevent any contamination coming from the site. 
Director Marshall reported the Green Owl Committee will meet this Thursday. The group looked at some properties last week and it will make some recommendations to the State about one of the pieces of property. The committee is also contacting some private individuals in the area.
Weeds: They are beginning right-of-way spraying this week in District 1, which is the target area this year. 
Waterways: Repairs are ongoing at the docks at Bonner Park West; the launch and park areas are being cleaned; the work boat has fishing line in the prop so it is being brought in for repair. Buoys are going to be put out on the river.

Director Marshall received a letter from the Department of Parks and Recreation confirming the receipt of a grant for $59,000+ for the east dock system at Hope.
Director Marshall passed around a copy of a letter from Bob LeSat of the Hope City Council. Mr. LeSat has major concerns about the swim dock they are trying to install out there. There have been accidents around the area with float docks so it has been proposed to put the swim dock in the area to the northwest of where the float dock is located. There are liability issues here that need to be addressed by the Legal Department.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Award of Contract for Eurasian Watermilfoil Contractor 
for 
2009.

Director Marshall reported four proposals were opened on May 27, 2009 for review by the Board of County Commissioners. The four contractors were AquaTechnex, Lakeland Restoration Services, Inc., Clean Lakes, Inc. and DeAngelo Brothers. Copies of the proposals were sent to the Bonner County Aquatic Invasive Species Task Force members for review and rating. Director Marshall explained the process by which the bids were reviewed and rated.
The goal is to treat as many acres as possible this year. It is the recommendation of the Bonner County Noxious Weed Department that the contract for Eurasian Watermilfoil Herbicide Applicator be awarded to AquaTechnex as this is the only contractor that can treat all 1100 acres within the grant budget amount.  

Commissioner Rasor made a motion that the bid for the Award for Eurasian Watermilfoil Herbicide Applicator be awarded to AquaTechnex. Commissioner Rich seconded. All in favor. The motion passed.

No date has been set at this time for the next Thoroughfare Meeting. Director Marshall is trying to set up a place for the meeting.  Once a date and time have been confirmed, state/county representatives will be advised so they can also attend. 

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann
1)
Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.
Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects as follows:
District 1: Schneider Road was repaired on June 8. The brushing on Cocollala Road has been completed and they are moving on to the Butler Creek Spur for work and repairs; Mag Chloride road stabilization has begun and the mowers are being readied for next week. 
District 2: Ditching continues on Wrenco and should finish this week; Mag Chloride road stabilization has started and the mowers are getting readied to start next week.

District 3: The sand pile has been moved from the ITD Maintenance Shop to the Road and Bridge site at Clark Fork; Mag Chloride road stabilization began last week, and they are working on getting the mowers ready for mowing next week.  
The Construction Crew is continuing to do ditching on South Sagle which should finish this week. Director Luttmann advised, to keep the public updated, he will put an ad in the newspapers reporting some road closures on South Sagle next week and the following week when they begin to install the replacement culverts.
1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Aleron H. Larson, Jr. Appeal.

Aleron H. “Buzz” Larson, Jr. requested, through Peck Trucking, a permit to chip seal portions of Sunrise Bay Road that exist within the public right-of-way.
An Administrative Decision was made by Director Luttmann advising that since Bonner County does not maintain that portion of the road and it is maintained by the residents in that area, a portion of whom are opposed to the use of chip seal on the road, Mr. Larson’s request to chip seal on portions that exist within the public right-of-way is denied. Director Luttmann went on to explain that the ditching and gravel work proposed are within the parameters of typical maintenance for a gravel road and do not require a permit from the Road & Bridge Department. Subsequently, pursuant to Resolution 09-44, Mr. Larson appealed Director Luttmann’s decision.

Director Luttmann explained Bonner County has a set of road standards (see Bonner County Ordinance Title 2, Chapter 8, §2-80)  that outline standards for  proposed roads for dedication to maintenance for Bonner County, which standards do not cover work on roads that Bonner County does not maintain.

In the instant case, we have a road that is potentially within portions of a public right-of-way, which has been privately maintained and the applicant has requested to do some chip seal work. The typical general maintenance of ditching and gravel work does not require a permit from the Department. The request is being reviewed as a request to put a hard surface on the road.  Attorney William Berg has responded on behalf of the opposing residents.

Director Luttmann further advised that it is his understanding that attorney Berg and Mr. Larson are working to develop a proposed development agreement for review by Scott Bauer. If a maintenance agreement and understanding can be worked out with the residents that maintain Sunrise Bay Road, the Bonner County Road and Bridge Department may support the appeal.

To handle this unusual situation, which is not a public hearing, Scott Bauer, legal representative, suggested questions be directed to Director Luttmann. If the public has any objections to the order of proceedings, he/she should raise a hand and note it so the Commissioners can rule on it/address it. This is a new procedure for Road and Bridge, a new resolution authorizing an appeal of the Road and Bridge Director’s decision to the Board.  Mr. Bauer advised to give Mr. Larson a chance to present his opinion and the neighbors and opposition representative a chance to present opinions.
The Board discussed the procedure and the decision was made to hear from anyone concerned with the issue, but to limit the time for testimony with the understanding that no final decision would be made at this time.
Attorney Scott Bauer presented three issues:

1)
If the county is considered in any way to be doing maintenance on public right-of-ways, and enters into an MOU with any of the parties and starts improving the road, there is a question of “exercise of control” over the road. In this case, maintenance may become an automatic duty. 

2)
There are several levels of maintenance. General maintenance for a gravel road does not require a permit and therefore the county has no control of that roadway. If the county starts permitting, there is a higher level of control (i.e., the county is actually maintaining the road) and there is a risk, if permits are issued for private maintenance, that the County may be exercising some control. 
3)
Per Nancy Strickland, if the work costs over $10,000, it may have to be done by a licensed public works contractor. 
Appellant, Mr. Larson, presented his testimony:  

Mr. Larson hired Scott Peck to work on Sunrise Bay Road. Mr. Larson stated he will pay to improve the road and will pay for its maintenance. Mr. Larson wants to chip seal the road as a way of dust and silt remediation. Mr. Larson stated 10 people are in favor of the chip sealing but there are three people who oppose the work. Mr. Larson further stated that when he no longer is in a position to maintain the road, if requested, he will pay to have the chip seal scraped up and the road put back to its gravel condition.
Bill Berg, attorney for the opposing neighbors, provided a map outlining the area at issue, a 6/10ths of a mile road owned by the public. Mr. Berg confirmed there are policy issues involved as well as certain liability issues. The concern of his clients is the maintenance issue. There have already been substantial changes to the road and his clients do not want a hard surfaced road on this country lane.
Mr. Berg is requesting, on behalf of his clients, that the County require Mr. Larson to sign a development agreement which states, as a minimum Mr. Larson be required to maintain the roadway in perpetuity or until the County agrees to maintenance. This development agreement should be imposed as a covenant upon Mr. Larson’s lots, to run with the land, and be binding upon his heirs and successors. 
Scott Peck, the road builder hired by Mr. Larson stated the work he has done so far on the road has cleaned it up and fixed the road so water goes out through the County ditches. Ingress and egress have been greatly improved.

Dick Hammacher spoke to the issue of this being a public road, privately maintained and asking why the County was getting involved if it is just an easement. 

Dolores Rogers provided a brief history of the area and voiced her opinions on the issue and the fact that she wants the road to remain in its maintenance status prior to Mr. Larson’s request. Ms. Rogers expressed her concerns if one person has control over the road.
The Commissioners and attorney Jim Frazier discussed the issues further and agreed the process for handling the matter needed to be clarified, including review of the public process and if a public hearing on the matter was required. All agreed the issues needed to be dealt with in an expeditious manner. 

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to table any decision and require an appropriate public hearing venue pursuant to land use code, seeking to expedite this matter in a timely fashion. Commissioner Rich seconded.
Chairman Young called for any comments:

Attorney Frazier advised research may indicate no public hearing is required; attorney Berg confirmed that any development agreement had to include a sign-off by the County.

For clarification of the Board’s position, Chairman Young stated it is the Board’s intention to table this issue at this time to provide legal counsel time to review and set up the appropriate procedure/process required to resolve this matter.

All in favor. The motion passed.

3)
Discussion/Decision Regarding (2) Three-Quarter Ton Pick-up Bid Advertisement.

Director Luttmann advised that the 2008/2009 Road and Bridge Budget contains funds for Capital Vehicles. Director Luttmann requests permission to proceed with a notice to call for bids for the procurement of two (2) three-quarter ton 4 x 4 pickup trucks, one for District 1 and one for District 3. Director Luttmann also provided copies of the Notice to Call for Bids, Bidder’s Instructions and Bid Submittal Form.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the pick-up bid advertisement for two (2) Three-Quarter Ton Pick-ups and sign the Notice to Call for Bids. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

4)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Thumb/Bucket Purchase from Western States.

Director Luttmann requested permission to purchase a thumb and bucket for the Bonner County Wheeled Excavator. The funds are available in the 2008/2009 Road and Bridge C budget for the amount of $19,084.00 as quoted by Western States.  Purchase of the items from Western States is in the best interest of the County and within the guidelines of Idaho Code 67-2803.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to authorize the Road and Bridge Director to order and proceed with the purchasing of a thumb and bucket from Western States in the amount of $19,084.00 for the wheeled excavator. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
5)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Liquid Asphalt Bids.

Director Luttmann presented an update on the quotes received for the 2009 Liquid Asphalt Contract. The two bids have been reviewed and all were found to be responsive. The Road and Bridge Department has reviewed the budget allocations, bid unit prices and recommends awarding the contract to Western States Asphalt, Inc. 
Commissioner Rich moved that the 2009 Liquid Asphalt Contract be awarded to Western States Asphalt, Inc. for the unit prices listed on the Quote Submitted Form and authorizes the Road & Bridge Director to move forward with the contract.  Commissioner Rasor seconded. All in favor. The motion passed.

SANDPOINT AIRPORT – Chris Popov

Clean up item: Two weeks ago the Board resolved to do a lease amendment for Lot 13. The amendment inadvertently wasn’t signed at the time. The Board signed the lease amendment for Lot 13.
1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Response to FAA Letter of May 13, 2009.

· Mr. Popov advised he has delayed responding to the letter for a couple of reasons. Mr. Popov met with Scott Bauer and went through the attendant strategy and they are aligned with where they are going. A conference call was made to the FAA regarding changes on the Through the Fence Agreement and the resolution the Airport is proposing that the FAA wants corrected. It is becoming obvious the Corrective Action Plan needs to be amended to include an item to amend the Airport Layout Plan. The problem is, the Airport cannot implement the Corrective Action Plan without amending the Airport Layout Plan and it cannot amend the Airport Layout Plan without funds to pay JUB Engineering.  
· Mr. Popov found authority for Carol Suomi of the FAA to release necessary funds, even during a period of suspension, and he has requested the release of such funds. He will continue to pursue the matter if the funds are not forthcoming. The Airport was also awarded the $50,000 grant from the Panhandle Area Council; $25,000 to update the business plan for the Airport and $25,000 to be used by the Airport to work on the FAA matter.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Letter from John McQuen – re: meeting in Wash DC with 
counsel. 
Three items needed to be addressed:

Mr. Popov is willing to go but the cost to go will be hard to justify;

Will attending the meeting interfere with the Airport’s plan to try to work locally with the 
region? Mr. Popov reported that the FAA had notified the Region and advised it would 
not have this meeting unless the sponsor was present. Mr. Popov has been asked by 
Silverwing’s counsel to attend the meeting; and

The Airport would probably get the discretionary money restored if Mr. Popov attended 


the meeting.

PLANNING DEPARTMENT - Clare Marley

Discussion/Decision Regarding Request for Waiver of the Bonner County $600.00 
Building Location Permit Filing Fee – Lake Pend Oreille School District (Sagle School 
Addition).
Commissioner Rich made a motion to support waiving the Bonner County $600.00 Building Location Permit Filing Fee for the Lake Pend Oreille School District (Sagle School Addition). Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Final Plat, Lucky Ranch, File #SS1571-08.

All conditions for approval have been met for this two-lot subdivision. Commissioner Rich made the motion to approve the final plat of Lucky Ranch, File #SS1571-08. Commissioner Rasor seconded. All in favor. The motion passed.
3)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Final Plat, Five J Estates, File #SS1616-09.

Director Marley explained the process followed for this final plat approval. All conditions for approval have been met. Commissioner Rasor made the motion to approve the final plat of Five J Estates, File #SS1616-09. Commissioner Rich seconded. All in favor. The motion passed

4)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Final Plat, Beers-Humbird, File #SS1598-09.
This is a three-lot subdivision. All conditions have been met for approval. Commissioner Rich made the motion to approve the final plat of Beers-Humbird, File #SS1598-09. Commissioner Rasor seconded. All in favor. The motion passed.
5)
The next matter was a lot line adjustment for the Garfield Bay Subdivision warehouse that is on three lots which they want to combine and are therefore required to renumber, which has been done. This is an administrative matter only, and needs no motion to process.
6)
Update on Staff, Departments, Calls and Projects.

Director Marley presented updates on staff, departments, calls and projects. 
There has been a slightly different change in what is happening with the number and type of permits. More home permits are coming through at this time. Last year about 35% of the permits were for homes, compared to all the other types of permits. At this time, about 43% of the permits are for homes. The largest category of permit requests received is for accessory residential permits at 38%.
Director Marley advised she has responded to the letter the Board received regarding the violation from FEMA at Coolin Condos. Director Marley advised FEMA the structure was built in 1984/1985 and is an unnumbered “A” Zone, meaning they never measured the area on a map indicating what the height of the baseline elevation was. Director Marley advised that FEMA wanted to apply the 2002 elevation that is now the standard, which would be unfair as this structure was built 25 year ago. Director Marley advised FEMA that the County has diligently adhered to the ordinances and should not be punished because of a 25-year old structure. 
The second thing of interest is that in 1999 FEMA decided to count crawl spaces as basements which adversely affected the northwest. Eventually FEMA did allow some flexibility when counting the crawl space. The crawl space measure has also been applied unfairly to the instant structure.

Director Marley reported the receipt of the digital map announcement requiring six month to complete the adoption of the new ordinance (by November, 2009). 

INFORMATION SERVICES – Leonard Wilson
1)
Update:
Mr. Wilson reports they are making good progress on Help Desk requests going through the tracking system. The number of help desk requests going through tracking has about tripled, which is a reflection of the current workload.
Currently IT is working to keep everyone up to speed on what has been changing in the department as well as other departments. Current projects include the E-Mail server which reached its capacity, however IF was able to overcome the issue by having people archive their e-mails. That system will eventually need to shut down over a weekend to address maintenance issues
IT is moving through the network systematically identifying potential bottlenecks and eliminating them. IT is on schedule for the installation of the routers for the phone system and Mr. Wilson included a report on the tracking system and how time is allocated to projects/problems.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Disposal of Surplus/Leftover Items from the Remodel Having No Value or a Total Value of Less than $100 Each – Resolution.

Commissioner Rich made the motion to approve Resolution #09-45 that pursuant to Idaho Code §31-808 the following items, having either no market value or a market value under $100.00 each, be disposed of: Small metal desk, three metal door frames, metal medicine cabinet, two broken chairs, overhead projector, three outdated answering machines and a cassette player. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard
1)   
Update on Staff, Department, Calls and Projects.
Director Bob Howard reported on staff, department, calls and projects.

Director Howard reported that two Grants, both MOUs, were approved last week, one for $606,061, Department of Lands, and one a supplemental HFT award in the amount of $210,000. Both Grants are for wild land urban interface-type projects for thinning of defensible space, mainly along the roadways, Hwy 41 and Hwy 200. One is standard and one is stimulus. Both were signed administratively. 
On June 17, 2009, at 9:00 am the Sagle Fire District will hold a wild land fire exercise and the Commissioners are invited. The exercise is a disaster declaration process, the process to follow when a fire gets out of control and Bonner County has expended all its resources and needs to request State assistance. Lunch will be provided.
Director Howard advised he would be attending the Bonner County Amateur Radio Club meeting tonight 7:00. His goal is to re-engage the Club in the emergency management process. Bonner General Hospital has purchased radio equipment to be installed at the hospital and Director Howard will work with the Amateur Radio Club and Hospital to get the equipment installed, up and running.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Litigation Issue. Failure to perform under a contract
At 11:10 am, Commissioner Rich made the motion to enter into Executive Session under Idaho Code §67-2345(F) Litigation, pertaining to contracts/legal issue with Bob Howard. Commissioner Rasor seconded. All in favor. The motion passed. Roll Call: Commissioner Young, Aye; Commissioner Rasor, Aye; Commissioner Rich, Aye.

Commissioner Young reported the time as 11:27 am and the Executive Session was concluded with Bob Howard, Emergency Management.
