MINUTES OF
BOARD OF COMMISSIONER’S MEETING

Tuesday, June 30, 2009 - 8:45 AM

On Tuesday, June 30, 2009 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with the full Board present.

Chairman Young advised the Board of Equalization had been recessed on June 29, 2009. Commissioner Rich therefore moved to convene as the Bonner County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 8:45 am confirming the meeting was limited to one hour due to the Board of Equalization Hearings.
INVOCATION
Steve Bradshaw of the Cocolalla Cowboy Church presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
ADOPT ORDER OF THE AGENDA
Chairman Young advised the Agenda required the following additions:

· Director Bob Howard from Emergency Management requested the addition of: Discussion/Decision Regarding Attending the National Citizens Corp Conference on August 9 through 12 in Arlington, VA.

· Pam Allen from Human Resources requested an Executive Session regarding an EMS personnel issue; and
· The Road and Bridge Department was added back in after being inadvertently omitted from the agenda. 
Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
MEETING UPDATES
Commissioner Rasor reported he met with the Animal Advisory Board regarding developing a plan for dealing with the animal problems in Bonner County. The Board discussed 14 horses that were going to a foster home facility, their concerns about loss of supervision over the animals and how it could change the outcome of the court cases.  They also discussed establishing a system to put ID chips in animals; they have an $890 scanner that has been donated for that purpose. Dr Pierce is putting together a power point presentation for the Commissioners and the next meeting will be between July 21 and 24. 
Commissioner Rich reported attending a safety meeting with Mr. Parsons regarding the emergency services in District 3. Commissioner Rich was very impressed with Mr. Parsons and District 3; how the department is run and their willingness to cooperate and offer equipment to assist in rescues. Other participants in the meeting were EMS, Northside Fire, Bob Howard and Chief Hutter of the Ponderay Police Department.

Chairman Young reported on the State Interoperability Executive Council (SIEC) and the Emergency Communication Committee (EEC). The three remaining SIEC documents have been completed; the By-Laws and Charters have all been approved at the State level and are coming out as templates to the counties for their review and response the District and Regional meetings. 
Chairman Young reported on the ECC (Emergency Communication Committee) which works with dispatch statewide.  The main issues were: 

· Grants which are due July 31, 2009 for the $1.2 million to give to the counties from the quarter that has been adopted, and 

· Another half million available through a Federal grant which is coming through the Bureau of Homeland Securities, totaling about $1.7 million for the counties to move to E911. 
In addition, there is a possibility of $3 to $5 million from the Bureau of Homeland Security, which is a delayed communications grant for dispatch centers. This grant will probably finalize in the fall during the next grant cycle. Chairman Young reports that by next year the dispatch centers statewide could be up to the next generation, which is about two years ahead of time.
PUBLIC COMMENT *(see below)
A Public Comment was received from Keith Kinard asking for the Board or Ryan Luttmann to advise what the County’s position is regarding Blue Dog Road at the Ledges Subdivision. There has been some correspondence asking for the County to take responsibility for this road. Commissioner Young advised this matter can be addressed during Ryan Luttmann’s update for the Road and Bridge Department and if he has any new information he can provide it at that time.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Consent Agenda. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

ROAD AND BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann
1)
Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.
Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects as follows:
Director Luttmann advised that with the upcoming holiday this weekend, the crews are working Monday through Wednesday, taking off Thursday and Friday.

District 1:  Gravel placement continues on Kendall Road and mowing the rights-of-way is ongoing;

District 2: Gravel placement continues on the Wrenco Loop and mowing the rights-of-way is ongoing;

District 3: Gravel placement continues on Rapid Lightning Road and mowing the rights-of-way also continues.
The Construction Crew continues culvert installations and ditching on South Sagle; work continues on getting some striping bids for next week. 
There was some correspondence regarding Taylor Parker having trouble getting its bid in and having asked for a 30-day extension. Director Luttmann contacted them and advised the bid opening this week will proceed as scheduled but there will be other bidding opportunities in the next bid cycle.
Director Luttmann confirmed he received correspondence regarding Blue Dog Road as well as correspondence from DEQ which Director Luttmann has shared with Scott Bauer. Attorney Bauer believes there is an active suit there; he felt the correspondence should go through him and the representative’s attorney as well. 

Blue Dog Road was a part of the Ledges project; it is a road that is not maintained by Bonner County. An encroachment permit has been put out there for the work. 

Chairman Young summarized that the matter is in legal for review.
SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS – Leslie Marshall
1)
Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments
Director Marshall presented updates on staff, departments and projects as follows:

Solid Waste:  Director Marshall reported recycling and site clean-up continues; the metal piles are still being baled at Colburn; e-waste is being hauled to United Recycle and Roland is on vacation until next Wednesday.
Weeds: Rights-of-way spraying is continuing in District 1; spraying is ongoing at some of the district shops and solid waste sites; and spraying is being finished up in the City of Sandpoint.
Director Marshall advised she and Brad are working with both the State and a product representative to verifying the rates we received for the Milfoil to satisfy the RFP. The issue should be resolved in the next couple of days.
Waterways: Clean-up of the launch and park sites, repair of the picnic tables and painting the bathrooms at Garfield Bay continue; and the “No Parking” areas at Hope are being marked.
In addition, Director Marshall noted the grant with the Energy Efficient Organization was extended to August 10. Ms. Marshall is in the process of trying to put together some figures for a waste heater for Hazmat Shop. The waste heater would do two things: (1) It would save on the electric bill and (2) Save on the disposal of the oil. Director Marshall confirmed this may meet the criteria of the grant being offered to all the counties.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Bid for the Eurasian Water milfoil Weed 
Pulling/Suction Process – Diver Dredging.

Director Marshall reported the only bid received was for $150/hr. The money in the grant would provide for 65 hours worth of diver dredging which is what was done in the past, including some swim areas. Bottom barriers at the Windbag have already been moved. The Milfoil infestation is fairly light at this time so they may need to wait until later summer before beginning the project.

Commissioner Rich was concerned a “not to exceed” phrase did not appear in the bid. Director Marshall advised when she responds to the bid, she will include the “not to exceed” language because the total amount cannot exceed the amount of the grant monies.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to accept the bid of Aces Diving for the Eurasian Water Milfoil Weed Pulling/Suction Process.  Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Commissioner Rasor confirmed the grant monies remaining total approximately $9,700.

PLANNING DEPARTMENT – Clare Marley
1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Time Extension Request – Jim Canyon Ranch, Planned Unit Development – South on Highway 95 – Files C834-05 and S1275-05. 

Director Marley reported the application was originally approved on August 29, 2007, but due to the economy the applicant requested an additional 2-year extension, which was granted.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the time extension request for the Jim Canyon Ranch, Planned Unit Development – Files C834-05 and S1275-05 to August 29, 2011. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Director Marley also advised the need for an administrative signature on the zone change just completed for Paradise Valley, LLC. 
Director Marley announced the scheduling of a multi-agency review for July 21 at 10:00 am for the large scale planned unit development, the 12,000 acre project of Flagstone Meadows, located two miles west of Highway 95 and about two to three miles north of Kelso Lake. Because the nature of the meeting is outside a public hearing and Idaho is a quasi-judicial state, Director Marley confirmed with legal counsel that the Board and the Planning & Zoning will have to be excluded from the meeting. The purpose of the meeting is to get all of the agencies together (Fish and Game, Department of Lands, US Forest Service, the Sheriff and Bob Howard of Emergency Management), with constituents, engineers and the applicants so all parties can get a complete picture and better understanding of the project.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard
1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding BONfire Vendor contract for Outlaw Excavating.
Bob Howard presented the contract with Outlaw Excavating for the BONfire Program along with its certificate of insurance. Chairman Young confirmed this applicant was Director Howard’s recommendation. 
Commissioner Rich made a motion to accept the vendor contractor for the BONfire Vendor Contract with Outlaw Excavating. Commissioner Rasor asked for clarification of the “Each project order will be a separate scope of work” language in the contract. Director Howard confirmed Larry Eisenberg, the project manager for BONfire, does the hazardous fuel treatment evaluations, he then assigns a contractor to a particular job and outlines the scope of work for that job for each contractor individually. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Review of All Hazards Mitigation Plan.
Director Howard advised he is still gathering information and requested additional time to discuss the matter with legal counsel. The matter was tabled and no action was taken.
3)
Discussion/Decision regarding Attendance at the National Citizens Corps Conference, August 9-12, 2009 in Arlington, VA.

Director Bob Howard reported he received a phone call from Homeland Security inviting him to attend the National Citizens Corps Conference in Arlington, Virginia, August 9 through 12. It is paid for by the State and there is no cost to the County.  

Commissioner Rich made the motion to support Director Bob Howard’s attendance at the National Citizens Corp Conference August 9 through 12, 2009 in Arlington, Virginia. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Director Howard advised he received an e-mail from the Bureau of Homeland Security; the 2006 additional projects will be delayed until July 16. Chairman Young explained there were some extra dollars left over in the 2006 Bureau of Homeland Security grant cycle for Idaho which have been reapplied for.
Under the 2008 Homeland Security Grant Program, Director Howard has four FLIR cameras that were part of the investment project for the Marine Division. Director Howard has requested those purchases for $25,000 which amount is part of the grant budget. These are handheld cameras, heat sensitive, used for search and rescue everywhere, not just on the water.

Chairman Young confirmed the monies have already been applied for and Director Howard confirmed they have been accepted and approved.

Bob Howard states there is a public meeting at Priest Lake tonight to discuss an evacuation plan with the public and first responders. Debbie Stallcup from Juvenile Detention will be piggybacking on the meeting with her presentation on the new proposed Juvenile Detention Facility.
SANDPOINT AIRPORT – Chris Popov was not able to attend.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of the Final Completion Inspection for Priest River Airport.

Per Commissioner Young, the fencing has been completed and inspected and everyone is very satisfied with the results.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Final Completion Inspection for the Priest River Airport so the contractor can get paid. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
3)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Tri-State Water Quality Council Membership Dues.
Commissioner Rasor reports that dues, which amount to $500, have never been charged before. Commissioner Rasor advised they have publications, information, education and outreach costs they are trying to fund. Participation is not mandatory. Commissioner Rasor advised he would like to continue working with the program and would be looking into the matter further for benefits that could be derived from membership. They group is working all the way from Butte, MT to the Ponderay River System. Commissioner Rasor suggested the matter be tabled to allow him extra time to do more research and get more information and advise when to put the matter back on the agenda.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to table this matter until Commissioner Rasor has had an opportunity to do more research and gather information to provide to the Board. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
4)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Written Request for Extension of the Board of Equalization for Bonner 
County.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the written request for time extension (for one week) through July 17, 2009 for the Board of Equalization for Bonner County. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Chairman Young reported the time as 9:25 am, the Board having taken a brief recess. The remaining item on the agenda was for an Executive Session with Pam Allen regarding EMS issues.
EMS – Pam Allen
Commissioner Rasor made a motion to enter into an Executive Session under Idaho Code §67-2345(B) pertaining to personnel matters and possible resignation and reorganization of EMS with Pam Allen. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed. Roll Call: Commissioner Rich, Aye; Commissioner Young, Aye; Commissioner Rasor, Aye.

At 9:45 am Commissioner Rich made a motion to adjourn from the Executive Session and reconvene the Board of County Commissioners’ Meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Chairman Young reported that from the discussion under EMS issues and the recommendation from Pam Allen, the Board should accept the letter of resignation from John Givens, effective July 1. Ms. Allen reported she will be drafting a job description and advertisement for the position.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to accept the resignation of John Givens, Director of EMS, effective July 1, 2009. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Commissioner Rich made the motion to adjourn the Board of County Commissioners’ Meeting and reconvene as the Board of Equalization. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
