BOARD OF COMMISSIONER’S MEETING

Tuesday, July 7, 2009 - 8:45 AM

On Tuesday, July 7, 2009, the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with the full Board present.

Chairman Young advised the Board of Equalization had been recessed on July 6, 2009. Commissioner Rich therefore moved to convene as the Bonner County Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed
CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 8:46AM.
INVOCATION
Dan Moore of the Laclede Community Church presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
ADOPT ORDER OF THE AGENDA
Commissioner Young advised Marcus Robbins of 911 Dispatch was in training and Deputy Chief Matt Avidan of EMS had advised he had no updates at this time. 
Chairman Young reported there were three items to add to the Agenda:

Commissioner Rich made the motion to adopt the Order of the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES
Commissioner Rich reported he attended a Fair Board Meeting last night and had two items to report on. First, there are a lot of public questions about the workings of the Fair Board and the Board of Commissioners’ control of the actions of the Fair Board through controlling the accounting process. Commissioner Rich has informed the public that due to accounting inconsistencies years ago, the Board of Commissioners transferred the accounting processes to the Clerk’s office. He further advised that the Fair Board could have the responsibility back but has chosen not to do so. Commissioner Rich also confirmed that the County contributes about $200,000 per year to the Fair Board. 
Second, the Food Booth matter is not a County issue. The County is not the landlord. The Fairgrounds fall within the City of Sandpoint rules and regulations. 

The Fair Board also reported that an audit had been completed and procedurally, they are making a few changes regarding receipting of cash both incoming and outgoing, The report clearly stated there was no finding of fault or wrongdoing, this is a matter of implementing proper accounting procedures.

Commissioner Young reported the Board of Equalization Hearings are going well and will meet the timeline. A one-week extension will take them through July 17, but it looks like the hearings should finish by July 15.

PUBLIC COMMENT – There were no public comments.
CONSENT AGENDA
There were no items to be addressed on the Consent Agenda.
SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS – Leslie Marshall

Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.

Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, departments, calls and projects as follows:

Solid Waste: Recycling and site clean-up are ongoing, the metal piles are still being bailed at Colburn; brush piles are being maintained at all sites. The bids for the grinding will be coming in and grinding should begin the first week of August. The Green Owl Committee has picked two possible collection sites and the information has been provided to Ed Robinson. The group will be meeting this Thursday.
Weeds:  Spraying continues in District 1 rights-of-way, shops and solid waste sites. Survey work is ongoing on the Milfoil before treatment starts in August. The Invasive Species Task Force Information meeting is Thursday night at the Community Hall from 5:00 pm to 7:30 pm. 
Waterways:  Clean up of the launch and park sites continues. A couple of docks are being repaired due to damage last week (one at Coolin and one at Cedar Creek). Painting is ongoing at the Garfield Bay Campground. 

Director Marshall provided the Board with a handout from the State regarding boat inspection stations. About one in every five boaters stopped for an inspection. These stations are run by the State. Ms. Marshall assumes some type of enforcement will be undertaken. Amy Ferriter will be up tomorrow for the meeting and she may have more information on what the State is willing and able to do to enforce the inspection procedure. 
Chairman Young asked if it was possible to get some data together regarding the inspection “wash” stations within the next two to three weeks to evaluate their effectiveness. Chairman Young has observed the signage for the stations and suggested it needs to be addressed for effectiveness. Also, it appeared the stations were closing early. 
Director Marshall reported on the Coolin kiosk matter and stated she is working with the Planning & Zoning Department for the building location permit. The applicants indicated, in the last conversation Director Marshall had, they were not interested in meeting the 40-foot set-back. Ms. Marshall is still processing the application so the County’s part is completed. Ms. Marshall has offered to meet with the applicants again to see if an acceptable location can be found. 
ROAD AND BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann

Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.

Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on staff, road districts and projects as follows:

Two big projects are ongoing as far as gravel: Kendall Road in District 1 and Wrenco Loop in District 2. The graders were out yesterday working on roads; mowing continues on the rights-of-way in all Districts. In addition, District 3 is beginning to move some equipment (rollers and sand shaker) getting ready to sand at Grouse Creek. The Construction Crew is doing culvert installations and ditching on South Sagle Road. 
Director Luttmann provided general updates as follows: 
· Bids for the pickups were opened last week and the results will be available for next week’s meeting;
· Bids will be opened this Friday for Selle and South Sagle Roads;
· Striping quotes will be available for review. Director Luttmann reported he will be bidding out about 60 miles of roads and advised the focus for striping will be the arterials and the major collectors; and
· Mr. Luttmann plans to have equipment purchase/bid documents ready for approval for the next meeting.

Commissioner Rich requested a delay in awarding the pickup bid. Commissioner Rich stated he was in negotiations and conversations with Ford regarding transmission issues. To date we have had two Ford vehicles fail. If Ford is awarded the bid, Commissioner Rich would like some assurances from Ford regarding the transmissions. 
Commissioner Young inquired about dust abatement at the county boat ramp. Director Luttmann advised he had very little extra product at this time and the Wrenco Loop work was ongoing. If there is left over product after Wrenco is finished, the county boat ramp issue will be reviewed.
PLANNING DEPARTMENT – Clare Marley

Discussion/Decision Regarding Time Extension Request – Coyote Pass West, Preliminary Plat – 
File SS1506-07.

Director Clare Marley has a request for a two-year extension for Coyote Pass West due to extenuating circumstances. Director Marley states there is no reason not to grant the extension.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to grant the Time Extension Request for Coyote Pass West, Preliminary Plat – File SS1506-07 for two years. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
The next item presented by Director Marley was the Idaho Club asking for a reduction in the $19.5 million bond dollar with the County. The Club is asking that the bond be reduced to $4.2 million with the work that’s been completed. Included was a worksheet of the completed items. A number of these items have been finished for up to two years; the private roads have been finished since 2007; the applicant has made a request that the Board recognize that the work was completed May 31, 2008, which would allow them to have a 100% reduction of all those items that were completed. 

After discussing the matter with the Treasurer and County Attorney, Ms. Marley suggested, at the minimum, the Club needed to furnish an engineer’s certification verifying the work was completed a year ago, and the date of completion. Additionally, the surety agreement needed review by Scott Bauer prior to the Board accepting the offer for a reduction to $4.2 million dollars.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to table the issue pending legal review, additional paperwork with the authorization to release, renegotiation of the surety agreement and receipt of a letter clearly outlining what the Club hopes to accomplish with the County. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Updates on Staff, Departments, Calls and Projects

Director Marley presented updates on the permitting process, monthly calls have remained static, and counter traffic has been significantly less.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard
1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Request for Reimbursement of #2 04 BLM 09 – BONfire Grant - Bob Howard, Emergency Management.
Director Howard reported this is the grant on which the scope of work was changed due to a short timeline to get it expended. The grant is in the amount of $27,500 and is for reimbursement of #2 04 BLM 09 and it is an ongoing expenditure.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Request for Reimbursement of #2 04 BLM 09 in the amount of $27,500. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Director Bob Howard also reported a public meeting tonight in Clark Fork on the Evacuation Plan, the Avista Evacuation test tonight and a public meeting at the Sandpoint Community Center on Thursday regarding the Evacuation Plan. Debbie Stallcup will also attend regarding the Juvenile Detention Center.
SANDPOINT AIRPORT – Chris Popov

FAA Meeting Update:
Chris Popov reported on a successful meeting in Washington DC and advised the discussions will speed up the processing time of the Corrective Action Plan by four to six months. The Airport’s relationship with Renton remains intact due to Scott Lewis, counsel for Silverwing, acknowledging he called for the meeting. Chris Popov stated he had a lot of productive time with Beth Newman, Scott Lewis and Skip Earhardt. 
 Three issues were discussed at the meeting:

(A) Easements: The easements for access to the Airport which had been granted over the past 25 to 30 years. The Airport Manager has completed an easement survey. The FAA’s concerns were:



(i) The permanency of the easements and the fact they were easements and not licenses;


(ii) The fact that on the Westside they allowed for mid-field access which was a safety issue; 



(iii) The concern about piggybacking, i.e., somebody with adjoining property further west 

piggybacking to try to get through those easements. 

These fears, other than the permanency issue, were allayed and the FAA Washington office is going to work with the Renton office on the permanency issue. All of these items will be updated in the Airport’s Corrective Action Plan.

(B) Parity in Fees: The Airport is trying to find a fee that the Through the Fence people on the Westside will live with and what the FAA feels is in parity with what the Eastside is paying. The Airport and the FAA are exploring various fee structures and trying to come up with a mechanism as opposed to a dollar amount so the method can be reevaluated and reviewed once a year. 

(C) Residential Character of the Silverwing’s Project: The FAA’s concern is that the people who buy over there have certain environmental rights; the main issue being the noise. The County does not have zoning control over Silverwing. Since the City has granted the zoning, the Airport has stepped aside on the matter and left it to Scott Lewis and Silverwing to work with the FAA on. 
Chris Popov also reported he had spoken with the General Counsel in Washington DC regarding issues with the Renton office and possibly pursuing mediation. The General Counsel’s office has a mediation service and Mr. Popov will explore this further with Beth Newman.

Discussion/Decision Regarding LOC/AWOS Maintenance Agreement Assignment 


Consent.

Attorney Scott Bauer has reviewed and approved the contract. The company that was handling the AWOS was acquired by another company and as part of the merger and acquisition process, all the contracts were assigned to the new company. This is an assignment of the contract. It doesn’t change the terms, the amount, or anything else in the contract; it just transfers the account into the new company name. 
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the LCO/AWOS Maintenance Agreement Assignment Consent (change of ownership/substitution of party). Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
3)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Airport Public Bathrooms Funding for City Hook-up Fees; Request to City for Bathroom Requirements as Part of Site Plan Review.

Rob Behrens negotiated a contract whereby if he put in public bathrooms he would get a reduction in rent. He submitted to the Airport Board his proposed layout plan, which did contain the two public bathrooms and three hangars, with a completion deadline of September 30. Mr. Behrens has now advised that he was going to reduce the scope of the project and build one hangar and one public bathroom. Mr. Popov advised that would not work because of the need for two public bathrooms. The Airport Manager has spoken to Joan at the City Planning Department and has made sure if Behrens processes a new site plan review that one of the conditions the City imposes is for two bathrooms. The next issue is that under the negotiated terms, the County has to pay the hook-up fees. As the landlord of all the leases, the County must sign utility registration agreements; because there are two hook-ups at the bathrooms, the City wants two separate documents signed. Mr. Popov would like to get a general account set up with the City to cover all hook-ups, rather than requiring a separate agreement for each lot
Chris Popov suggested tabling the item until Legal Counsel has an opportunity to review it.
Per the information shared, Commissioner Rich made a motion to table the matter. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
1)
Treasury Appropriations for Indigent and Charity – Resolution – Marie Scott.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve Resolution 09-51, Treasury Appropriations for Indigent and Charity in the amount of $100,000 to process claims. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Treasury Appropriations, General Fund, TY 2008-2009 for Coroner and Personnel (combined) – Resolution – Marie Scott.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve Resolution 09-52, Treasury Appropriations, General Fund, TY 2008-2009 for Coroner and Personnel (combined). Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Commissioner Rich made a motion for a brief recess pending an update from Juvenile Justice. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Juvenile Justice Detention Update.

Debbie Stallcup provided the following Juvenile Detention Update:

Ms. Stallcup reported she had spoken with the Priest River Chamber of Commerce and the Rotary about making presentations. She reported she will be in Clark Fork this evening; Jim will attend Sandpoint on Thursday and the Greater Chamber of Commerce this Thursday. Ms. Stallcup reported they are doing an Open House on July 20 from 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm and July 27 from 5:30 pm to 7:30 pm. She also reported on the two brochures that will be available with contact information. She would like to mail the brochures out about July 27.  
Debbie Stallcup also reported the Governor’s wife is coming July 22. The library wrote a $10,000 grant to buy books for the Detention Facility, the Governor’s wife wanted to come and honor the grant at the Detention Center so other issues could be discussed at the same time.
