On Friday, May 29, 2009, the Bonner County Commissioners met to reconvene the business meeting from Tuesday, May 26, 2009. Chairman Joe Young and Commissioner Rich were present.
At 10:00 AM., Commissioner Rich made the motion to reconvene the business meeting from Tuesday to this date. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor.  The motion passed.

CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman Joseph Young called the meeting to order at 10:00 am. Chairman Young advised this meeting was a continuation of the Tuesday, May 26, 2009 regularly scheduled business meeting, for the sole purpose of taking care of those business items that needed addressing prior to the return of the Commissioners from the IAC Conference in Post Falls, ID.
In addition to the scheduled Agenda items, there were three additional items that needed to be added to the Agenda:

· Request for Liquor License: Hope, ID – Trisha’s Place, LLC;

· Discussion/Decision Regarding Amendment to Bonner County Road Specifications – Resolution (Ryan Luttmann/Road & Bridge); and

· Discussion/Decision Regarding VAST Letter – Marie Scott.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Agenda, as amended. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

PLANNING DEPARTMENT - Clare Marley

Discussion/Decision Regarding Resolution Vacating County Road #47, Planning 
Department File 
#VS 1603-08.
Brian Quayle had previously brought this matter to the Board’s attention in its Tuesday, May 26, 2009 meeting. At that time, fees remained to be paid before the matter could be brought before the Board. Mr. Quayle was unavailable to attend the meeting today, but Director Marley reports that all fees have been paid.

The project is located on the eastern boundary of the City of Oldtown. The Commissioners found that the abandonment of the public right-of-way is in the public interest and the abandonment will not leave any real property adjoining the public right-of-way without access to an established highway or public right-of-way; easements have been provided for access to adjoining parcels; the area is to be annexed by the City of Oldtown, and future development of the site within the city will result in the dedication of a new right-of-way; public utility easements will be preserved with this resolution, and the existing public turn-around will not be affected by the road vacation. 
Commissioner Rich made the motion to approve Resolution 09-43, vacating a portion of the public right-of-way of County Road #47, Planning Department File #VS 1603-08. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion.  All in favor.  The motion passed.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard

Discussion/Decision Regarding the Request for $5,500 for the Purchase of a Transfer Switch 
for the Priest River Project.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the request for $5,500 for the purchase of a Transfer Switch for the Priest River Project. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Director Howard reported that it will take four to six weeks to receive the switch.

A demand for the payment will be prepared and the payment budgeted accordingly. Remedies from Mr. Armstrong will be left for legal review with Scott Bauer and Jim Frazier to sort out and recoup the funds.

Director Howard advised he received an e-mail from EMS requesting a letter of support to purchase an EMS vehicle. Since the matter was not agendized and EMS did not directly contact the Board for a letter of support, there is no action for the Board to take at this time.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Request for Liquor License: Hope, ID – Trisha’s Place, LLC.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the request for a Liquor License for Trisha’s Place, LLC in Hope, ID. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Amendment to Bonner County Road Specifications – Resolution 
Ryan Luttmann.

Director Luttmann reported that the current set for road standards, Title 2, Chapter 8 of the Bonner County Revised Code, does not provide an appeal process of administrative/interpretative decisions.

The following matter has recently come before Director Luttmann requiring an administrative/ interpretative decision regarding Title 2, Chapter 8 of the Code: 

The Road and Bridge Department has received a request to chip seal a public road that has been privately maintained. A group of local residents who have been maintaining the gravel road are opposed to the chip seal/surface treatment which has been proposed by another landowner living in that area. The attorney for the opposition residents explained that the road can continue to be maintained by the local residents if it remains in its current gravel status. In the event the road is chip sealed, who will have the ongoing responsibility of maintaining the road, in the absence of a 

road association? 
The proposed amendment would provide an appeal and hearing process on administrative/interpretative decisions made regarding Title 2, Chapter 8 of the Bonner County Revised Code. The amendment would also provide that any issue specifically addressed by the Bonner County Revised Code would not be subject to appeal.
Commissioner Rich made motion to support Resolution 09-44 on the basis of Director Luttmann’s explanation of the scope of the amendment. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor.  The motion passed.

Regarding the Barrett Road matter, Director Luttmann advised he spoke with Mr. Dimond and he will go up there next week with the road foreman to review the road. He explained to Mr. Dimond there may not be rock available at this time and explained the grading procedure. They will review the road for possible further grading but there may not be anything further that can be done until crushed rock can be budgeted for the area.

Discussion/Decision Regarding the VAST Letter – Marie Scott
The Board discussed the VAST letter and agreed with the intent of the letter. However, before the Board can proceed any further with the matter, the cities of Sandpoint, Priest River and Ponderay must provide information on their contributions to the budget before moving forward with the letter. The Board needs specific dollar amounts.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to support the intent of the VAST letter with the understanding that before going any further the cities of Sandpoint, Priest River and Ponderay must provide specific dollar amounts for their contributions to the budget. Chairman Young vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
Commissioner Rich made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:28 am. Chairman Young vacated the chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
