On Tuesday, September 1, 2009 the Bonner County Commissioners met for their regularly scheduled meeting with the full Board present.
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Young called the meeting to order at 8:45 am.

INVOCATION
Father Day of the St. Joseph’s Catholic Church presented the Invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Young reported five items needed to be added to the Agenda:

Commissioner Rich made a motion to adopt the Agenda, as amended. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

MEETING UPDATES
Commissioner Rich: Commissioner Rich reported he attended a town hall meeting with Congressman Minnick. The speakers were given an opportunity to speak on a lottery basis. It was a good meeting and the information exchanged was excellent.

Commissioner Rasor: Commissioner Rasor advised there will be a copy of the Budget on the Commissioner’s Website later today. 

Chairman Young: Chairman Young reported on a presentation last Tuesday by Larry Young on the initiative to bring Bibles back into the public schools of Idaho, to be taught as history or literature. 50,000 signatures are required to put the issue on the ballot for 2010. Chairman Young advised that Larry Young had spoken with Dick Cvitanich (Superintendent for Lake Ponderay School District) who is very supportive of the issue.  

PUBLIC COMMENT *(see below)

Gail Swan:  Gail Swan who lives on Sunnyside Road spoke in further support of the improvements on the road. Ms. Swan walks the road everyday in both directions; in winter it is dangerous with ice and trees obscuring the way and the narrow shoulders. Ms. Swan wanted to voice her continuing support for more tree removal in the area because of the danger. The utility poles are being moved and when the road is widened there will be trees right on the edge of the road, if they are not removed.

Janet Lowry:  Janet Lowry is from Sagle and she brought in a petition for some road improvements on three roads in the Sagle area: Mountain Ash, Aspen Lane and Hawthorn Drive. These roads have been there since the early ‘80s and only some grading and a little bit of rock has been put on them. The roads were not up to specifications when the subdivision off the Algona Spur Road was put in. The half-mile of road is washboard and the dust is terrible. She advised the residents were told to hire a contractor to do work on the road. Older people and disabled people, living on fixed incomes reside in the area and they are not able to hire the work done or do it themselves. Ms. Lowry confirmed snowplowing work is done on the roads, but the residents are wondering where their tax dollars are going and why these three small roads have not been fixed.

Chairman Young thanked Ms. Lowry advising the petition would be directed to the Director of Road & Bridge and he would address the matter.

CONSENT AGENDA

Board of Commissioners’ Meeting Minutes for August 4, 2009.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

SOLID WASTE, WATERWAYS, PARKS & RECREATION and WEEDS - Leslie Marshall

1)
Updates on Staff, Projects and Departments.
Director Leslie Marshall presented updates on staff, projects and departments as follows:

Solid Waste: Recycle and clean-up continue along with working at the Dickensheet site to move the metal pile; e-waste is being hauled to Oldtown; the hazmat materials from the remote sites is being hauled to Colburn; the Colburn area and the tipping floor were sprayed for bees and wasps, which are a significant problem this year. Director Marshall reported an incident at Colburn yesterday, where a long-haul driver had a heart attack and passed away.
Weeds: Work continues on the community spraying project. Lori will be spraying the cemeteries and the rights-of-way in Clark Fork with permission from the City Council in Clark Fork; work continues on the neighborhood Co-Op’s as the receipts for reimbursement are coming in; work with Boundary County and Fish and Game on the SCWMA projects are ongoing; and Brad is on vacation this week.

Waterways:  Clean up at all launches and park sites continues; work is ongoing on the Tent City at Garfield Bay with removal and grinding of trees; a vault toilet is being built; tables are being constructed for the sites. There should be room for 14 to 15 campsites.

Director Marshall provided an e-mail to the Commissioners from Tom Woolf denying the return of grant monies for milfoil removal. As a result of such denial, Director Marshall had prepared and provided a copy of the ISDA Grant Fund Amendment Request to the Commissioners. A copy has been sent to the Task Force. So far she has heard nothing back from the Task Force and if no word is received by this afternoon she will forward the amendment to Tom Woolf. The amendment is asking for the current pontoon boat to be retrofitted and brought up-to-date, the engine replaced; asking for equipment to be able to undertake both the application process and diver dredging; another boat launch station; and more diver dredging this year along with some survey work.  The diver dredging already contracted for has been completed. They removed about 400 pounds of milfoil. 

As far as future planning, Commissioner Rasor advised the Advisory Board is going to put together a long-term plan. Director Marshall reported that Bonner is the only county that has come up with a strategic plan. The question remains: Why start the process if it cannot be finished? 

Commissioner Rasor stated that if the amendment is successful, it will provide the County with more tools to work with and allow the County to do its own milfoil treatments in the future. Hopefully the sticker funds collected primarily from North Idaho/Kootenai County and originally intended to be applied to maintenance costs for North Idaho will come back to the area that is paying for them.

ROAD & BRIDGE – Ryan Luttmann

Director Luttmann responded to the Public Comments as follows:

Sunnyside Road: Director Luttmann advised there are some specific timeline windows within which to complete the brushing.  A policy and goal brushing review provided for a minimum six feet from the edge of the travel way (which is essentially out to the edge of the asphalt) up to 12 feet. A critical point has been reached where transitioning from brushing into grinding has to begin. The grinding has begun in the area, as well as some ditching in order to meet the deadline of CTE starting right after Labor Day. That will begin Wednesday on the cement treated base, which must be in place to cure in order to get the road surface on before winter. The goal within the areas we were able to work was accomplished and if there are still some items as far as some site distance or safety issues that need to be addressed by tree removal, there still will be time on that. There is an item on the agenda regarding the change order from the Selle Overlay to an asphalt mat on Sunnyside. The funds are available and we will be looking at doing that upgrade from the chip seal.

Chairman Young confirmed there is more work to be done on Sunnyside, not as much brushing but more at later dates for site distance or safety issues, but it sounds like starting after Labor Day, Road & Bridge will be grinding up the asphalt in the area. Director Luttmann addressed the ongoing work on Sunnyside in his updates below.

Sagle Road: Regarding the Sagle Road petition from Ms. Lowry, Director Luttmann had not had an opportunity to read through the petition, but had the following general comments: 

There are approximately 450 miles of gravel roads in Bonner County that Road & Bridge receives funding on from the taxpayers. The funding this year was used on dust abatement. The roads that were targeted for that treatment were roads that had 200 cars or more per day using the road. When you get usage by 200 cars per day, you lose enough material in dust off a road to have to expend funds for maintenance and grading on those roads. It makes sense to put the funds into road stabilization rather than having to replenish the gravel and rework the roads. 

Director Luttmann agreed with Ms. Lowry that the area in question is about a half-mile with the three roads; they are close to the road and experience problems with dust not seen in other rural areas. Again, when looking at managing the 700 miles in the County, specifically the 450 gravel miles, one has to look at it from an economic standpoint. The roads we are looking to add into the program would have 200 cars per day usage. There have been counts in the subject area because of concerns, but the counts are about half the traffic that would be needed to get those roads into the dust abatement program. The Road & Bridge Department did a quick assessment of the area, pending receipt of the petition; essentially they took every address that was on Mountain Ash, Hawthorn and Aspen Lane, added a couple more addresses on the corners of roads that come off Algona Spur, and found there is about $20,000 in taxes that comes in from that area. Unfortunately, all of that does not go to Road & Bridge. Road & Bridge gets about 10% of tax monies; about $2,000 a year that comes in for work on that half-mile of road. The cost for the Mag product alone is $2,700 to $2,800 per mile. So out in the subject area, if you start to put in the application of the road stabilizer you would be looking at about $1,350 to $1,400 per year for that material leaving about $700 per mile for snow removal and snow removal costs per mile far exceed $700. 

Unfortunately, the roads do not fit within the existing policy which is based on economics of the area. 

There is an ordinance in place that allows people to do road repair, and that was a concern voiced by Ms. Lowry. The ordinance requires a licensed contractor to do the work so there are assurances that the products that are put on the roads are in compliance with typical guidelines for those types of applications.

Updates on Staff, Road Districts and Projects.
Director Ryan Luttmann presented updates on road district and projects as follows:

District 1:  Brushing along Bandy Road is finishing up; the patching crew is working in the Cocolalla Loop area and will then go to District 2; the Fish Creek culvert installations will begin on Thursday. This will lead to long delays and road closures but signage will be put up during the installations. 

District 2: The first part of Freeman Lake Road has been completed and pulling ditches will follow; gravel work will begin after Labor Day. If there is still time, and the weather holds out, they would like to continue the work down Freeman Lake Road.
District 3: District 3 is assisting with the Sunnyside Road construction crew; a couple of trucks are in the shop for repairs. 

Construction Crew: Tree removal for Sunnyside Road is finished for this year because of the need to move on with the other phases. This project is utilizing a lot of County labor and equipment. Grinding is underway at this time. Yesterday Director Luttmann took Commissions Rich and Rasor out to the area and showed them what the road reclaimer was doing. They were grinding from a culvert that was being replaced toward Sunnyside Cutoff. Today they will be continuing down the road. CTB will begin after Labor Day. It should take approximately four days to complete.

Regarding South Sagle, it is being paved this week and should be completed by Wednesday. The striping, 73.5 centerline miles, was completed last weekend. 

The CTB is complete on Selle Road, it is in the curing process and paving will begin next week on that, along with the overlay from the tracks to Colburn Culver on Selle.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Selle Road Overlay Contract Change Order for Sunnyside Road.
Director Luttmann reported regarding the change order to the current contract for the Selle Road Overlay and recommended moving for a change order from the Selle Road Overlay to the Sunnyside Road for the Sunnyside project.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Selle Road Overlay Contract Change Order for Sunnyside Road. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Chairman Young congratulated Road & Bridge on its efforts in utilizing its budget to come up with funds, at the end of the season, to pave the road.

PLANNING DEPARTMENT – Clare Marley
1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Sterling Codifiers Agreement, Including update of Title 12 and 
Other County Ordinances;  Posting County Codes on the Web.
Director Marley reported that after the meeting last week, she talked with Scott Bauer and Rob Rollins of Sterling Codifiers and they resolved the following issues:

Sterling clarified that the cost to bring the Code up-to-date would be $6200 which 


includes going to the new style (which will not affect the new Title 12). If the County 


agrees to the new style, Sterling will waive the cost to place the Code 




on the server and will provide a link to the County home page at no cost (a $1200 


savings);


♠
Yearly maintenance for the web page would be $500;


♠
The ten Code books would be completed/updated at no charge and returned to the 



County; 


♠
Additional copies of the Code could be purchased for $140 per set; 

Director Marley also asked what the chances would be that Sterling would increase its rates and Mr. Rollins advised Sterling did not have contract with any other clients but the hosting fee would remain at $500 until 2011; after that date, they reserve the right to modify the fee. 

Regarding the ability to get electronic copies, Mr. Rollins advised that when they send out the electronic copies they retain the electronic markings (bold, indent, etc.). He can provide the electronic copies along with a PDF file version of the document that can be posted.

The costs remain at $21 per page to review each new ordinance to make sure that the repealers and all other clauses are correct. They charge that regardless if it is placed on the internet. Ms. Marley also spoke with them about the costs and how long that would remain, they said they would honor this rate through December 31, 2011 and at that time they reserve the right to modify the fee.

Mr. Rollins closed his letter by saying the County either agrees or disagrees to continue with Sterling and have the current codes reprinted in the Sterling style.

Director Marley advised she had left messages for both Scott Bauer and Marie Scott; asking Marie to confirm that we are in line with budget and asking Scott if he was satisfied with Sterling’s proposal. When Director Marley last spoke with Marie she indicated this would be something that would have to be added for the new budget because it would not be finished until later this year.  

Director Marley advised Mr. Rollins’ response provided answers to the questions she had and she was satisfied with the results.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve the Sterling Codifiers Agreement, including update of Title 12 and Other County Ordinance and Posting County Codes on the Web. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Reappointment of Wayne Benner and Roger A. Daar, Sr. to the 


Bonner County Planning and Zoning Commission.

Director Marley advised that the procedure for reappointment needed approval by the Board. Each re-appointee has sent a letter requesting his reappointed. The Chairman offers the reappointees into nomination, each for a three-year term. With these appointments, each District will have two representatives with one representative serving “At Large.” Roger Daar will represent District 1 and Wayne Benner will serve “At Large.”

Chairman Young offered reappointment for Wayne Benner and Roger A. Daar, Sr. to the Planning and Zoning Commission and asked that the Commissioners support a motion and resolution to that affect.

Commissioner Rasor moved to Accept Resolution 09-64 reappointing Wayne Benner and Resolution 09-65 reappointing Roger A. Daar, Sr. to the Bonner County Planning and Zoning Commission. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

3)
Updates on Staff, Departments, Calls and Projects.

Director Clare Marley presented updates on staff, departments, calls and projects as follows: Permits are equal to last year; counter activities last year and this year are the same for incoming calls but the counter traffic has been slower. 

Director Marley reported she had a visit with a University of Idaho representative who discussed a new planning program started under the University’s Arts and Architecture program. She discussed the potential of students coming in and working on projects with Planning and Zoning. Ms. Marley will be looking at some grant opportunities for housing while the students are in Sandpoint working on the Planning and Zoning programs. Ms. Marley provided a copy of the Bonner County Planning and Zoning comprehensive plans and status, emphasizing where the most need for assistance was; discussed the trails program and watershed committees. The project ideas will be sorted through and the University will offer Planning and Zoning some ideas for projects. Ms. Marley will again meet with the U of I representative at the APA Conference for Idaho which is being held in Boise during the second week of October.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Bob Howard
1)
Update on Staff, Department, Calls and Projects
Director Bob Howard presented updates on staff, department, calls and projects as follows: 

Director Howard advised he had been working with Homeland Security on training exercise plans for the next year; there is a training exercise in Spokane which Mr. Howard would like to see a group from Bonner County attend together. It is a two-day, interactive training at no cost to participants. Commissioner Rich and Commissioner Rasor indicated a desire to attend; Director Howard suggested someone from Public Works should attend; the announcement has been sent out to all department heads. Director Howard reports work is ongoing on plans and quarterly reports for Homeland Security. 

INFORMATION SERVICES – Leonard Wilson

1)
Department Update.
Director Leonard Wilson presented the following department update:

Director Wilson reported the focus at this time is on catching up on work orders. Director Wilson advised they have been working on a document to come up with a service level agreement. The intent of that agreement is to help the Department prioritize work requests as they are received. Once the document has been completed, it will be presented to the Board for review. 

Currently the Department is working on putting a new server at Road & Bridge, which should be completed this week; today they are changing out a VPN concentrator which handles outside interaction coming into the Sheriff’s office and 911 Dispatch; the e-mail server is undergoing maintenance; over the Labor Day Weekend more work will be done on the e-mail server so it will be down for a brief period of time; auto-archive is set up and seems to be working well.

Director Wilson advised they have averaged about 206 work orders over the last couple of months. 

Information technology puts in its own work orders as well. 

EMS and the Prosecutor’s Office have been added to the County website; several servers from the Courthouse building have been relocated into the Bonner County Administrative Building; the internet connection to Road & Bridge has been updated with a new IP address, the goal being to put Road & Bridge on a newer, more stable server.

Director Wilson reported that on warm days, the Server Room in the Bonner County Administrative Building gets very warm. Work is ongoing with the facilities people to add fans and vents. The heat in this room will need to be addressed as the warm season returns next year. There is no issue in the winter.

Chairman Young advised there is an air conditioner unit budgeted for next year.

SHERIFF’S OFFICE – Under Sheriff Bob Bussey

1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Acceptance of the JAG Grant.

Under Sheriff Bob Bussey presented the Edward Burnes Memorial JAG Grant (Justice Assistance Grant), which has been in existence for over 20 years. The issue today was for $14,787 that will allow for the purchase of 19 X26 tasers. This will give the Department enough tasers to equip each Deputy with a taser on his/her belt. There is no cash or in-kind matching requirement. Under Sheriff Bussey is asking for acceptance of the Grant today; the Sheriff is the actual signatory on the document, the financials have been set up with the Clerk. This is a State solicitation based on our crime and population.  

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to accept the Edward Burnes Memorial JAG Grant for $14,787 for 19 tasers. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

SANDPOINT AIRPORT – Chris Popov

1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Andy Berrey Rent Credit for Asphalt Work for Snow Removal.

Mr. Popov advised, by way of background, in order to defray expenses and continue to operate, the Airport has continued to use “rent credits” as a means of financing the infrastructure needing attention. A snow removal problem exists in that there is nowhere to put the snow. Due to drainage impediments, the removed snow has to be pushed to the southeast and with the current hangar configuration there is only one place to move the snow; in order to move the snow, the area to remove it to needs paving. The area is north of Andy Berrey’s hangars and Mr. Berrey has agreed to pave the triangular piece requiring paving when he paves his hangar area.

Andy Berrey advised he has excavated the area out himself, applied left over rock and fabric and then hired Interstate to come in to finish up the job. Mr. Berrey is not charging for the work he completed, he is only asking for a rent credit for the monies he paid Interstate to finish up the project. 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to support Andy Berrey’s Rent Credit for asphalt work done to facilitate snow removal. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

2) Discussion/Decision Regarding Monthly Update to FAA on Corrective Action Plan.

Chris Popov reported he has taken a more conciliatory tactic with the FAA in this month’s letter. The FAA gave up a major concession during last month’s conference call is allowing the Airport to amend the ALP to reflect the west taxiway. Whether the FAA will pay for that amendment is in question. Instead of doing a full amendment, Mr. Popov has asked, as an interim step, if the FAA would be willing to do a “redline” to the current plan until the funding is re-established. Mr. Popov is using JUB Engineering to approach the FAA to find out if the FAA will pay JUB’s fees to do the “redline” plan.

Mr. Popov confirmed the matter is moving in the right direction, they have received encouragement from the FAA and progress is being made. 

Commissioner Rich made a motion to support the monthly letter update to the FAA on the Corrective Action Plan. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

3) Airport Manger’s Contract: Asking matter be tabled pending further review and information

gathering. 
Mr. Popov requested this matter be tabled at this time. Although the Airport Manager’s Contract is up for renewal, ICRMP has brought up an issue regarding liability insurance needing resolution prior to renewal. Mr. Popov is exploring the various options; he has spoken with HR, he will be speaking with Mike Mahoney at the insurance agency and will follow-up with ICRMP. 
Commissioner Rasor moved to table the matter pending more information from ICRMP. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.


EMS – Matt Avidan
1) Update on Staff, Department, Calls and Projects.
Deputy Chief Avidan presented updates on staff, department, calls and projects as follows:

Deputy Chief Avidan reported they have a medic in Priest Lake for the holiday weekend; work and servicing of all trucks is on-going so they are ready for the weekend; Priest Lake is also servicing its truck. 

Mr. Avidan advised that the parttime hiring process can begin next week once the new Chief has settled in; refresher classes (which must to be completed by the end of September) are being scheduled and the intermediate classes with Boundary County (which must be completed by the second week in October) are being scheduled in the next six weeks.

Mr. Avidan presented the 09 budget information for the safety equipment from the “B” line for the Board to review. The monies have been set aside for the year; Mr. Avidan confirmed the equipment would be purchased and received prior to the 30th day of September but for the turnouts which need to be sized specifically. 

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS 

1) Discussion/Decision Regarding Annexation of Property in the Sam Owen Fire District – Gary Deaner.

Gary Deaner appeared in support of the Annexation advising due to the potential development in the area, the owners would like fire protection. This is for the annexation of one piece of property, the Martin Property, which should open up other areas to ask for annexation for fire protection. 

Chairman Young reviewed all the documents and confirmed all supporting documentation along with maps and legal descriptions had been presented along with declarations from the Martins.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Annexation of Property in the Sam Owen Fire District. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Discussion/Decision Regarding Final Acceptance of Priest River Airport Fencing Project.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to accept the Priest River Airport Fencing Project. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
911 DISPATCH – Marcus Robbins
1)
Update on Staff, Department and Calls.
Director Marcus Robbins presented updates on staff, department and calls as follows:

Director Robbins advised he went to the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children’s class along with the Sheriff. The class was to remind participants on how to handle the calls. They really concentrated on the 911 Center staff to let them know how valuable they are; how they increase the chances of a child being found when the call-taker asks the correct questions. The Sheriff and Director Robbins returned with charts of information specifically for child-related calls. 

Director Robbins reported they are still in the hiring process for qualified dispatchers. 

Regarding communications, Mr. Robbins delivered equipment to the Courthouse; Priest River Junior High School has its equipment and clean-up is ongoing; hopefully start-up with be in the next week or two. There have been a multitude of strange radio interference reports/complaints from all over the County; Baldy is one issue and Chief Lockwood is handling that by adopting standards to be put into the contracts to make sure all participants take proper care of their equipment. Work continues on the Clark Fork plans for the shelter and an electrician is working on setting up power to the area.

Chairman Young had an additional meeting update: 

Chairman Young advised he was in Boise last week for State Interoperability meetings and reported a communications grant, “Stone Garden,” which is an interoperability grant that is available for cross-border issues.  Unfortunately the application deadline had passed. Chairman Young has e-mailed for information regarding filing a delayed application. This grant would be a huge benefit to Boundary, Bonner and Kootenai counties as well as Washington and Montana.

The Bonner County Interoperability group meeting is set for September 10; September 17 and 18 will be the Kootenai and Latah County district interoperability meetings. October 20 and 21 are the District 3 and 4 meetings. All the district meetings should be completed by the end of October. The regional meetings will follow. 

Regarding ECC, Chairman Young reported that at the Dispatch Committee Meeting they did not make the final approvals on the dispatch funding for the grant. Only a cursory review was undertaken before time ran out. Chairman Young advised 14 applied for grant monies, two did not meet the criteria; 12 applicants remain qualified for the $1.2 million grant. The receipt of the $200,000 grant funds would move Boner County into the E-911 second phase.

Director Robbins advised that at this time, whether grant monies are received or not, a commitment should be made to the selective router because of the change-over of companies between Frontier and Verizon. Additionally, Mr. Robbins reported the Department has four of the 700 megahertz radios out of the Sheriff’s office stock from the grant. The radios are charging and the Department is ready to program the radios so testing can begin. One of the temporary positions being filled within the office will be filled with a technician to sit on the new radios to help with testing and mapping out the system. Mr. Robbins advised mapping is going very well and GIS is doing a great job with the maps.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS CONTINUED

Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Resolution No. 09-63, Correcting the Line Item into Which the $10,000 was Transferred to Line Item: 34-08-812-36.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve Resolution No. 09-63 as corrected, changing the Line Item into which the $10,000 was transferred to Line Item: 34-08-812-36. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

4)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Marine Deputy – PERSI Membership Classification – Pam Allen.

Ms. Allen reported the following matter was brought to her attention by Lt. Cary Kelly:

The Marine Deputies have always been classified as Class 1, General Employees. A question arose as to why they weren’t classified as Class 2, Police and Firefighters. The PERSI Retirement Board reviewed the matter and advised that the Marine Deputies should be classified as Class 2. They are law enforcement, which is different from regular employees.

The Class 2 contribution rate is a little higher than the regular employee contribution rate. In an effort to make this change, the PERSI board advised the County could go back to the effective hire date of each employee and make the change. Depending on what the effective date of this change is, there may be contribution rates that need to be made up. 

Ms. Allen and Shelly Munson of the Auditor’s Office reviewed the Budget and, if the change is made retroactive to October 1, 2008, giving the subject employees credit for this year, the contribution would be $2571, and there is room in the budget to make that contribution. A calculation of retro-rates back to the dates of hire was not completed. The rate was taken back to October 1, 2008, this fiscal year, because that is when the error was discovered. 

Ms. Allen also advised that in the past, when the County has found an adjustment needed to be made, the County picked up both the employee contribution as well as the employer contribution. At this time, a Class 1 employee makes a 6.23 contribution; a Class 2 employee makes a 7.65 contribution. There are 17 officers affected by this change.

To qualify for a PERSI contribution, an employee must have worked 20 hours per week for five months. These 17 employees do qualify and are eligible for PERSI contributions. All employees should be reclassified as Class 2 from this point forward.

Chairman Young summarized that the request today is to go back and at least take care of this year; from this point on, the employee will have to contribute a little extra as will the County.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to retro the PERSI contribution payment back to October 1, 2008 at this time, and to enter into a discussion with Marie Scott, the effected employees and this Board to determine if the reclassification starting date needs to be adjusted from October 1, 2008. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Chairman Young and Pam Allen confirmed that going forward from this date the subject employees will be reclassified as Class 2, making contributions at the higher rate; Ms. Allen will assemble the information and numbers for retro-contributions for each employee back to his/her hire date, discuss the matter/numbers with legal counsel for liability/remedy, and follow-up with the employees once the information has been gathered and reviewed.

At 10:30 am Commissioner Rasor made a motion to recess the business meeting until 1:00 pm. Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

At 1:02 pm Commissioner Rich made a motion to reconvene the business meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

Chairman Young reported there were two items remaining on the agenda for action:

1)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Cooperative Agreement with U.S. Forest Service.
Road & Bridge Director Ryan Luttmann advised the current contract was drafted in 1966. Mr. Luttmann has reviewed the original contract and Schedule A and has found nothing out of the ordinary from the current practices.  Scott Bauer is looking into some of the language of the contract and Mr. Luttmann is waiting for information back from him regarding the contract’s contents.

Commissioner Rich made a motion to approve the Cooperative Agreement with the U.S. Forest Service pending legal review. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Special Funding for Road Projects.

Chairman Young advised Scott Bauer had an emergency and was not available. Mr. Bauer did relay to Chairman Young that his discussions on Friday and Monday were positive about the process of this project and he felt much more comfortable with ITD taking a part in the process. Mr. Bauer had not received a copy of the paperwork, however.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to table the matter until Scott Bauer has received and reviewed all the requested information.  Commissioner Rich seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.

At 1:17 pm Commissioner Rich made a motion to adjourn the business meeting. Commissioner Rasor seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
