Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve payment of Claims Batch #26. Acting Chairman Rich vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
2)
Discussion/Decision Regarding Approval of Levies – Marie Scott.

Marie Scott confirmed the levies were set; everything was received from all taxing districts. Ms. Scott reported the goal was reached. There were minor adjustments in a couple of budgets, but most of the cuts were in the levy amounts. Those who were affected by the adjustments have been notified. The levies will be approved by the State Tax Commissioner and the L-2s will be mailed out.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to approve the levies. Acting Chairman Rich vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed
3)
Discussion/Decision Regarding New EMS Building.

Acting Chairman Rich confirmed with EMS Director Rob Wakeley that no new, additional information had been received since the last meeting regarding the new EMS Building.  Commissioner Rasor advised he had an e-mail from Matt Avidan who also confirmed receiving no new information on the project.

Marie Scott suggested that the Commissioners not remove themselves from the consideration of this property. Even if the property cannot be used for EMS purposes, there are other opportunities available for the County use of the space. Ms. Scott suggested that the decision on this matter be tabled until such time as the matter can be reviewed from a different financial standpoint to see if it would still be a viable purchase.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to table the decision until September 29. Acting Chairman Rich vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed

Discussion/Decision Regarding Proposal for Contracting Services with Maria’s Cleaning
Service.

Acting Chairman Rich reported this company is currently a contractor for other county agencies and is the most viable option for getting janitorial services done at this time. The County will still pursue hiring an employee with a heavy maintenance background.  Commissioner Rasor advised this is a better use of Bonner County dollars and frees up the Maintenance Department to concentrate on maintenance.

Commissioner Rasor made a motion to accept the contract with Maria’s Cleaning Service for additional buildings in the County.  Acting Chairman Rich vacated the Chair and seconded the motion. Discussion: Commissioner Rasor confirmed the services will be for the DMV, Prosecutor’s Office and the Courthouse. All in favor. The motion passed
Commissioner Rasor moved to amend the motion to include that the contract would be held for payment until such time as it is determined if a resolution needs to drafted to move the money from A to B. Acting Chairman Rich stepped down from the Chair and seconded the motion. All in favor. The motion passed.
