 General rules 

 
> Entries may be submitted to the Fairgrounds Office, emailed, or be postmarked by August 14, 2009. Send all entries to 

 Nikki Margeson, P. O. Box 74, Kootenai, Idaho 83840. Late entries will be considered post entries.  

* Refunds of entry fees or substitution of horse, will be made only upon receipt 

of a veterinarian's or physician's statement detailing the nature of the disability 

and presented prior to the horse's or rider's first class. 

 

* American Horse Shows Association (AHSA) rules are used as guidelines for 

this show and will be strictly enforced except where noted. 

 

* The management reserves the right to reject any entry at any time because of 

disrespect for rules, rough treatment of animals, intoxication, or any other 

reason the management may deem just cause. 

 

* The Judge's decision in any class will be final. 
 

* In registered classes, the registration papers must be shown at the time entry 

papers are picked up except in weanling classes where the date of birth and 

the name and numbers of the dam and sire are required. Photocopies of the 

registration papers are acceptable. Horses must be entered in their full regis-

tered name. 

 

* Exhibitors must make any protest in writing with the show secretary within 

one hour after the show closes each day. No objections will be entertained by 

the management unless accompanied by a deposit of $50.00, which sum 

shall be forfeited to the show if the objection is not sustained. 

 

* Stallions are not allowed in youth performance classes. No one under the 

age of 18 will be allowed to handle a stallion over the age of suckling foal. 

 

* Classes not filling to three (3) entries are to be judged on the Danish  

System, combined with other classes, or cancelled based on management 

decision. 
 

* No person may enter the space set aside for judging or hold any  

communication with the judge or examining veterinarian without the  

permission of the ringmaster and/or show management under penalty of  

disqualification. 

 

* Stalls will be assigned on a first come, first served basis. No other stabling 

facilities will be set aside for specific persons. Reservations must be made at 

the time of entry. There is a $25.00 per stall charge payable with entry fee. 

$10.00 will be refunded once stalls are stripped to the dirt, piled beyond the 

drip line, and inspected by the barn manager at the close of the show. The 

sheep and swine barns may NOT be used for stabling or tying. Overnight 

stabling is allowed in the horse barns only. 

 

* The use of drugs is not allowed. See AHSA rules. 

 

* No crops, quirts, bats, whips, or tie-downs permitted except in English classes 

where it is described as proper tack or appointments. 

 

* Age of the riders will be determined as of January 1 of the current year. Any 

horse is to be considered one year old on the first day of January following the 

actual date of foaling. 

 

* Gate holds are limited to horses/riders in consecutive classes and shall not 

exceed 3 minutes. The exhibitors requesting gate holds must notify the show 

secretary two classes prior to the class being held. 

 

* There will be no riding of horses in any covered area except the indoor 

arena. There will be no galloping, cantering, or running of horses in any area 

outside the actual riding arenas. 

* Pets must be on a leash at all times. Owners will be asked to remove any 

noisy or unruly pets from the grounds. 

 

* Attire: Exhibitors are to enter the ring suitably attired with the correct num-

ber visibly pinned to their backs, or saddle pad during all competition. For 

safety reasons, boots are to be worn in all classes except costume class. Entries 

unsuitably equipped, attired, or with incorrect or unclear numbers on their 

backs may be disqualified. Reining contestants may place their number on the 

saddle pad. 

 

* No wire or other metal device may be used in conjunction with or as part of 

the leather chin strap. Curb chains may be used, but must be at least 1 inch 

in width. In English classes, proper English attire is to be used. 

 

* Saddles are required except where otherwise specified. 

 

* Junior Horse: bosals and snaffle bits are permitted on horses 5 years of age 

and under even if showing in another class at this show with a curb bit. Both 

hands may be used in any equitation class where a snaffle or bosal is used when 

riding a horse 5 years of age or younger. Use of any standard bit will be accept-

able. However, the Ring Steward or the Judge may prohibit the use of bits or 

equipment he or she may deem to be severe. 

 

* Registered AQHA classes will be open to regular and appendix registered 

horses. 

 

* An exhibitor may exhibit a maximum of two horses in individual working 

events, barrel racing, pole bending, trail, western riding, working hunter, 

figure 8, and key hole. This rule applies to each class. 

 

* All patterns, courses of special instructions for classes requiring such shall 

be posted before the scheduled time of class. 
 

HALTER DIVISION RULES 

 

* Ribbons are awarded to four places. 
 

* A trophy is awarded to the BEST OF SHOW Mare, Gelding, and Stallion. Only 

1st place horses qualify for the Best of Show class. 

 

* No whip over 6 feet long, including the snapper, may be used either inside or 

outside the ring by a handler or assistant when showing a horse. Lashes and 

appendages of any kind are prohibited. 

 

     PERFORMANCE AND EQUITATION DIVISION RULES: 
 

* Warm Up Class to be judged as a pleasure class, training equipment 

allowed. 

 

* All classes not designated as limited to a specific breed or limited to horses or 

ponies shall be open to entry by mules, and must follow the rules for that 

class. 
 

* An award is presented to 1st place winners. Ribbons awarded 2nd through 6th 

place unless otherwise specified, except Costume, and Lead line. 

 

* Showmanship English: General Showmanship rules apply. The judge must 

first work each exhibitor individually. Patterns will be posted prior to the 

commencement of the class. The horse will be shown in an English bridle and 

proper bit. Attire: hunt seat attire, and helmet. 



 
* Showmanship Western: General Showmanship rules apply. Patterns will be 

posted prior to class. The horse will be shown in a halter and lead rope. At-

tire: western attire, boots, hat, long pants and long sleeved shirt or jacket. 

 

* Saddle Seat: Personal Attire: informal saddle seat attire to be worn.  

Tack: bridle shall be full bridle (curb and snaff1e). Pelham bits are accept-

able.  

Saddle: flat English ­type only. Forward seat, western and sidesaddles are 

prohibited. 
 

* Walk/Trot : To be shown with English equipment and attire on Sunday, 

Western equipment and  attire on Saturday. To shown at a walk and a jog or 

trot, both ways of the ring. Horse and rider combination may not cross enter 

in any canter or lope class. 

 

* Hunt Seat Equitation: Appointments: appropriate coats, breeches, or  

jodhpurs, and boots. Conservative protective headgear is mandatory. It is 

required that all youths, 17 and under, wear an ASTM/SEI approved helmet. 

Spurs, crops, or bats are optional. Sidesaddle attire may be worn. Tack: regu-

lation snaffles, Pelham's, and full bridles, all with caveson nosebands are 

recommended. Boots and conservative bandages are permitted. Type of Eng-

lish saddle is optional and sidesaddle may be used. Martingales are optional 

in classes requiring both jumping and flat work. They are prohibited in flat 

classes. 

 

* Stock Seat Equitation: Appointments: a standard western saddle or sidesaddle 

(sidesaddle allowed only in adult classes). Silver not to be counted. A standard 

western bit is allowed. Hackamores and snaffle bits are allowed on horses 5 

years of age or under. Tie-downs, running martingales, draw reins, bosals, and 

caveson - type nosebands are prohibited. Rider must wear pants and a long 

sleeved shirt. A belt under loops, western hat (use of safety helmets is allowed); 

boots and a necktie, pin, or bolo tie is required. Hair neat and securely fas-

tened. Chaps and spurs are optional. 

 

* Bareback Equitation: Riders are judged on hands, seat and suitability of horse 

to rider. Horses to be worked both ways of the ring at a walk, jog/trot, inter-

mediate gait, and lope/canter. They shall always be on the correct lead/

diagonal. Individual workouts may be asked. May be asked to back and extend 

gaits. 

 

* Country English Pleasure: To be shown at a flat walk, trot, intermediate gait, 

extended trot, extended intermediate gait, and canter and hand gallop both 

ways of the ring. See Saddle Seat requirements. No forward seat saddle or 

hunt attire. 
 

* Novice Rider: Open to riders who have never entered more than three 

shows. Must wear English attire and equipment for English Class and Western 

attire and equipment for Western Class. 

 

* Lead line: May be shown in English or Western Equipment and attire. Must 

be led by a responsible person. To be shown at a walk both ways of the ring. 

 

* Children's Costume Class 10 and under: Open to all breeds, shown at a 

walk and trot. Judged on originality and creativity. 

 

* English Pleasure: May be shown Saddle Seat or Hunt Seat. To be shown both 

ways of the ring at a walk, trot, and canter. May be asked to back and stand 

quietly. To be judged on manners, performance, quality, and  

conformation. 

 

* Junior Horse English Pleasure: Open to horses 5 years of age and under. 

Horse to stand quietly and back readily. To be judged on manners,  

performance, quality, and conformation. 

 

* Senior Horse English Pleasure: Open to horses 6 years of age and over. To 

be judged on manners, performance, quality, and conformation. 

 

* Country English Trail: Horses are to be shown over and/or through a mini-

mum of five obstacles with little loss of control. All ties to be broken by the 

Judge before the ribbons are handed out.  Class will be held in main arena 

on Saturday. 

 

* Registered Arabian English Pleasure: Tack: bridle shall be of light show 

type, either single curb, single snaffle, curb and snaffle or Pelham bit. No 

forward seat saddles allowed. Personal attire: Informal saddle attire: is  

required. No hunt attire. Boots and derby or soft hat required. Spurs, whip 

or crop optional. 

 

* Color Western or English Pleasure: Open to horses for Color Pleasure Class on 

basis of color or breed color. Judged 60% on performance and manners, and 

40% on color and conformation. 
 
 * Jack Benny/Mae West Western Equitation: Open to rider's 39 years of age 
and over. Shall perform at a walk, jog, and lope in both directions of the ring 
judged on hands seat and suitability of horse to rider. 

  

* Non - Color: Open to horses not qualifying for the Color Western or English 

Pleasure Class and judged the same. 
 

 * Western Pleasure: To be judged 60% on performance, 30% on conformation, 

and 10% on appointments. To be shown at a walk, jog/trot and lope, both ways 

of the ring on a reasonably loose rein without undue restraints. 
 

* Lariat or Riata: Optional in western classes. Hobbles are required with closed 

reins. 
 

* Western Pleasure, Arabian: Open to registered Arabians only. To be shown at 

a walk, jog, lope, and hand gallop, extreme speed to be penalized. Special 

emphasis shall be placed on the walk. Horse to back up in a straight line. To 

be judged on performance, substance, quality, and manners. 
 

* Junior Horse Western Pleasure: Open to horses 5 years of age and under. 

Horses may be shown in any standard western bit, bosal or ring snaffle, and 

may be shown with two hands. Horses judged 60% on performance, 30% on 

conformation, and 10% on appointments. 

 

 * Senior Horse Western Pleasure: Open to horses 6 years of age and over. 

Horses to be judged 60% on performance, 30% on conformation, and 10% on 

appointments. Shown in standard western bit. 
 

 * Country Western Pleasure: To be shown at a flat walk, jog, extended jog, and 

lope, both ways of the ring. Judged on manners, suitability as a pleasure 

mount. Special emphasis on a true, flat, ground covering walk. Entries to halt 

and stand quietly and back readily in the lineup. Silver not to count 
 

 * Novice Western Pleasure: Open to horses who have not won 3 first place 

awards under Western tack. 4-H not to count. 
 
* Advanced Western Pleasure: To be judged on performance, quality, and con-
formation. Horses to stand quietly and back readily. Individual workouts on  

Boots and jeans are required, 
hats are optional, and helmets 
are highly recommended but
