
RESOLUTION NO. ____
RESOLUTION FORMING THE BONNER COUNTY PROPERTY RIGHTS COUNCIL 

WHEREAS, The first and foremost responsibility of any government instituted by the people who consent to be governed by that government is to protect the rights of it citizens; and
WHEREAS, The Bonner County government and its various departments and divisions have not heretofore created a systematic process of receiving and considering the private property rights proposals of Bonner County Constituents; and
WHEREAS, The Bonner County Commission desires to assure constituents that their private property rights proposals and concerns are important and will not be addressed in a piecemeal and haphazard way; and
WHEREAS, Elected officials, appointed personnel and County employees are not currently required to systematically consider free-market alternatives to government regulatory activity; and
WHEREAS, Elected officials, appointed personnel and County employees are not currently required to systematically consider/evaluate potential impact upon constituents’ property rights of proposed government regulatory activity; and
WHEREAS, well intentioned officials, personnel and employees often do consider alternatives to regulation, but do not always have the time to do so in a regular and systematic fashion and may require assistance; and
WHEREAS, the Bonner County Commission finds it necessary that one advisory board be created to focus exclusively on protecting private property rights and to investigate free-market alternatives to ongoing and new government intervention. This advisory board shall be called the “Property Rights Council” or “PRC”; and
WHEREAS the PRC shall seek volunteer constituent help and input to assist them in applying free-market and private property rights principles; and
WHEREAS, the PRC requires both adequate legal and departmental assistance, in considering property rights proposals prior to advisory action.  Legal and departmental review is necessary to ensure proposals fully consider actual departmental operations and the departmental legal framework; and
WHEREAS, the PRC shall not act blindly, and therefore shall conduct public hearings on private property rights proposals.  In these hearings the PRC shall take and develop testimony both in favor and opposed to increased and ongoing public controls. The PRC shall identify key technical subject-matter experts and key public policy experts and ensure their testimony is taken through the course of hearings.  The PRC shall base its recommendations on the record contained in the hearings and on public policy considerations. The proponents of new or ongoing public controls shall bear the burden of proof. The PRC shall presume that resources should remain under private control whenever possible; and

WHEREAS, The PRC shall consult with County legal counsel to ensure it has understood the relevant regulations and processes; and
WHEREAS, Bylaws shall be drafted which ensure that PRC councilors are committed to promoting and protecting private property rights.  Bylaws shall be drafted which ensure that the PRC private property rights proposal review process is balanced in favor of protecting private rights; and
WHEREAS, Bylaws shall be drafted which require PRC members to engage in ongoing study of free-market and private property rights expert sources; and
WHEREAS, PRC members must demonstrate an understanding of the principles and policies which underwrite federalist government structure as it pertains to empowering smaller orders of government to protect and promote private property rights; and 

WHEREAS, there shall be between 7 and 9 members on the PRC; and 

WHEREAS, The PRC shall request the Bonner County Commission to forward Commission adopted recommendations which advocate a change in State or Federal law to the proper legislative advocacy organizations e.g., Idaho Association of Counties (IAC) or the National Association of Counties (NACO). If these legislative associations fail to advance private property rights interests the PRC shall recommend other feasible routes of legislative action. 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Bonner County Commission of Bonner County, Idaho that the PRC be hereby created as set forth herein.
