RESOLUTION NO. 11-____

SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL FEES


WHEREAS Idaho Code 31-4403 requires the Board of County Commissioners in each county to maintain and operate a solid waste disposal system; and


WHEREAS Idaho Code 31-4404 provides that each county may finance solid waste disposal facilities by user fees, taxes or other appropriate charges; and


WHEREAS Bonner County does operate a solid waste disposal system pursuant to the provisions of Idaho Code Title 31 Chapter 44.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Resolution 10-59 is rescinded; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Bonner County Board of Commissioners, the following fees are established:

1. That a solid waste disposal fee in the amount of $110.00 is hereby established  for each occupiable dwelling unit in Bonner County for the tax year 2011.  Any household qualifying for "Circuit Breaker" relief on their 2011 property tax bill shall be billed in accordance with the attached "Schedule B" which is hereby incorporated into this Resolution in its entirety.  Furthermore, property with a residential usage in a non-permanent structure will be assessed a residential fee as determined by establishment of utilities, and/or addressing, and/or contributing space for residential use.


That in accordance with Title 7-202:  Commercial establishments and public entities.  A County approved solid waste disposal and collection system must be used by all commercial and public entities.  All commercial and public establishments in Bonner County, including but not limited to motels, hotels, resorts, automobile repair garages, churches, schools, office buildings, recreational vehicle parks, restaurants, campgrounds bars, taverns, grocery stores, gas 
stations, retail stores, and commercial buildings shall have their municipal solid waste collected by an authorized commercial hauler.  

Independent contractors including but not limited to yard maintenance, construction, building supply’s,drywall installation painting, general maintenance, general clean-up etc. are encouraged to have their debris hauled by an authorized commercial hauler.  If the debris is brought directly to the collection site by the independent contractor the commercial fees will apply. The Solid Waste Department reserves the right to determine if a commercial load is acceptable and apply the cost to process this debris if there is a question as to content, weight and amount.  Certain types and size of debris may be referred to another facility.
That all Mobile/RV Parks in Bonner County must arrange with Waste Management an agreeable collection system that is suitable to the size and number of spaces within their park.  The frequency of collection for the Mobile/RV Parks shall be such that a public health hazard or nuisance does not result.


That all Transient Mobile/RV Parks that do not comply with Title 7 -202 will be charged a disposal fee of $50.00 per space based on the number of spaces available for occupancy.  A park is considered a transient park if the period of occupancy is six months or less for all available spaces.  The transient fee will only apply to the RV spaces not the spaces used by real property owners, i.e.mobile homes listed on the tax roll. The fee shall be billed on the Mobile/RV Park’s owners 2011 property tax bill with occupancy spaces determined by the Bonner County Assessor’s Office.
2. That all property owners who pay the required $110.00 or the amount charged to them from Schedule B shall be issued two (2) facility stickers for each solid waste fee applied.  Landlords are responsible to distribute the issued stickers to their tenants. These stickers must be used in order to dispose of debris at the Bonner Couny Solid Waste Transfer Stations 
or Collection Sites.  Residents requiring more than two (2) stickers may purchase up to five (5) additional stickers at the cost of $5.00 each.

3.

That solid waste disposal fees shall be calculated as set forth in the 
following “Schedule A” for commercial and industrial accounts, and specific residential wastes as delineated, beginning October 1, 2011.  
Quantities for calculation of the cost of disposal of solid waste hauled by solid waste haulers authorized to do business in the County, shall be based upon records provided by said haulers, with verification 
from business and property owners as necessary pursuant to Solid 
Waste Department inquiries or on a basis of estimate, if information 
is not received from either of the previous two sources.    Businesses 
housed in a structure used primarily as a residence shall not be further assessed commercial fees other than the applicable residential fees.  Residences that are housed in a structure used primarily as a business shall pay on the commercial rate; no 
additional residential fee will be assessed. The Solid Waste 
Department is authorized to meet with business and property owners in order to obtain accurate information about quantities of solid waste produced and shall provide reports of such determinations to the Board of Commissioners for approval should those amounts differ 
from the quantities reported by the solid waste haulers.

4. That waste material as defined in the Operations Manual dated April 19, 2004, 
shall be billed a solid waste disposal fee as determined by disposal costs as decided to and agreed upon by Bonner County Solid Waste and disposal facility.

That the solid waste disposal fees may be applied and collected as residents apply for a Building Location Permits.   That the solid waste disposal fees shall be applied to the Sub Tax roll at the full year Solid  Waste charge, $110.00,  to cover the disposal fee for each occupiable dwelling

5. That regular residential out-of-county users be calculated at the rate of a minimum $5.00 fee if under ¼ cubic yard or $13.00 cubic yard for amounts ¼ cubic yard or greater and payable at time of disposal. Out of County users applying for a full year sticker usage shall pay to the Bonner Couty Solid Waste Department $250.00 per year.  This sticker will be available for the use of household trash only, not to be used for any commercial disposal.  As described in Bonner County Solid Waste Ordinance Number 212, commercial or residential out-of-county use at an unattended site shall be classified as a violation and subject to the penalties described therein.  

6. All fees billed pursuant to this Resolution shall be due and payable thirty (30) days after the date that billing is made for any billing made on behalf of the county by an authorized solid waste hauler or billed directly by the Solid Waste Department.  All fees applied to tax bills shall be paid in accordance with Idaho Code 63-903.

7. No commercial loads of construction debris larger than a duplex will be accepted at the Colburn Transfer Station or any of the sites. 

8. No commercial debris of stumps will be accepted at the collection sites.  For residents, two stumps per day will be accepted providing the stumps are of the size that are easily disposed.  

9. Application forms for fee cancellations may be obtained from the office of the Solid Waste Department, 1500 Highway 2, Suite 101, Sandpoint, ID 83864 or 
by calling (208)255-5681.  Requests shall be made prior to December 20, 2011; all requests received after that date will be rejected.  Requests shall be reviewed and approved by the Solid Waste Department..
